David Brody CBN Capitol Hill Correspondent veports the court ruled today that
demonstrations in front of abortion clinics cannot be banned under federal extortion and
rackeleering laws, In an 8 to 0 ruling, the justices cmphatically allowed anti-abortion
groups to demonstrate outside clinics without fear of lawsuits and large penalty
judgments. The Supreme Court ruled on this the same way three ycars ago, but an
appeals court instructed a local judge to determinc if a national ban should be put in place
against clinic demonstrations. That kept the case alive until today. This ruling ends it
once and for all, Pat Roherison interviews Jay Sckulow, Chief Justice American Cenicr
for Law and Justicc rcgarding the case. Jay lalks about the 19-year history of the case
and the recent vietory. He talks about the costs incurred duviing the 19 years and the
pracess to recover the cost from the NOW organization.
