Wendy Griffith CBN News reports Duke Energy will build its first nuclear power plant in 30 years. Chief nuclear officer 
for Duke Energy, Brew Barron, said, “The plants are designed for the worst-case scenario. But environmentalist Navin 
Nayak said "It's a huge expense upfront, which the taxpayers will have to burden, it's a serious risk throughout the 
life of the plant because they pose terrorist threats and it's a major waste problem at the end of the cycle".  Barron 
said, “Nuclear power plants are probably the most hardened structures in the civilian infrastructure in this country.”  
“Until a national waste repository is available --any nuclear waste that is produced here will be stored safely and 
securely at the site as it currently is at all nuclear stations," Rita Sipe of Duke Energy said.  "This is a problem that is 
going to be around for generations, for centuries,” Nayak said, “and no society has figured out what to do with this 
waste.  The U.S. already has nearly 63,000 metro-tons of nuclear waste that we don't know what to do with, that is 
right now sitting at plants across the country and again putting communities at risk."

Mark Martin CBN News - NEW ORLEANS, Louisiana - The city of New Orleans took a big hit from Hurricane Katrina's 
fierce winds and powerful storm surge. Levees were breached and pumps failed.  Eighty percent of the city was 
flooded.  One year later, an estimated 221,000 people call New Orleans home, less than half the number of people 
before Katrina.  To protect the people who remain, the Army Corps is in the middle of an $800 million program to 
shore up New Orleans' defenses against another storm.   One year later, the breach has been fortified with 
temporary sheet piling. A stronger and deeper concrete flood wall will follow.  The Corps hopes the new wall will 
better protect areas like the Lower 9th Ward, which was one of the hardest hit.  Although a lot of the devastation has 
been cleaned up, much of the lower 9th Ward still lies in disarray. Homes behind the 17th Street Canal breach also 
appear to be frozen in time.

CBN News reporter Dale Hurd: The leader of Hezbollah has declared America the enemy. Many Arabs and Muslims 
in America openly support Hezbollah. Several thousand people marched through the Detroit suburb of Dearborn a 
few weeks ago, chanting "Hezbollah" and holding up photos of Hezbollah leader Sheik Nasrallah and posters 
comparing President Bush to Hitler.  Similar protests took place in San Francisco, New York, and other cities.  The 
U.S. government calls Hezbollah a terrorist organization; as many as 15,000 of Dearborn's Arabs come from the 
Hezbollah stronghold of Bint Jbeil, Lebanon.   Before 9-11, Hezbollah killed more Americans than any other terrorist 
group. Now, with America's building confrontation with Iran over its nuclear program, the New York Post reports 
that Hezbollah is prepared to activate terrorist sleeper cells in New York, Los Angeles, Boston, and Detroit.  No less 
than nine Federal prosecutors are investigating Hezbollah ties in the Detroit area alone. And the FBI has issued a 
nationwide alert for local and state police to be vigilant in investigating Hezbollah sympathizers.

Erick Stakelbeck, CBN News reports - Some radical Islamists are using paintball for a far more sinister purpose: as a 
training ground for jihad.   “They're using paintball for paramilitary training,” said Jeffrey Epstein, president of 
America's Truth Forum.   America's Truth Forum is an anti-jihad organization. Along with terrorism analyst Laura 
Mansfield, Epstein has been tracking what he calls a disturbing trend among Islamists.  “They're tying paintball into 
a larger, more grand-scale mission...they're using it to network and bring other Muslims together for communication 
and to indoctrinate,” Epstein explained.   But most of the footage shows them playing paintball, until the video ends 
with this chilling message: “Feel the rush! High speed paintball!"   And then more images of missiles hitting 
America.  The most notorious case occurred in the Washington, D.C. area. A group of 11 American Muslims there 
have been convicted for plotting to wage jihad against U.S. troops in Afghanistan and Indian troops in Kashmir. 
They trained by playing paintball in the northern Virginia countryside. One of the men told a grand jury he 
considered paintball a form of jihad.

"There have actually been numerous cases lately where the child had been 
gone ten to 12 years and they've brought him back, and it's no different for Morgan. I share that hope."  
"DNA is better, age progressions are better; all the technology that surrounds the work that law 
enforcement do, and that families have the option for, it's all better than it was 10 years ago," Colleen 
said.  Colleen is using those resources to help in her search for Morgan and other missing children, even 
starting the Morgan Nick Foundation to get the word out.

Governor Richardson appointed Silva to be the Gang 
and Drug Czar for our state and to work with the court system to target counties with drug abuse 
problems.  Silva believes the drug addiction is a problem to be solved by courts and prison as well as 
public health treatment programs.

Dr. Charles Adams talks about addictions – everyone has different receptors, some are more susceptible 
to be addicted.  Methamphetamine is a stimulant, alcohol is a depressant, and narcotics stop pain.  
Some people have receptors that need more of the drugs.  They may start with back pain and keep 
taking them afterward.  There are possible medicines to help you get off narcotics; the doctor must be 
trained with Buprenorphine, Suboxone and Subutes – they work to keep withdrawal symptoms down 
and satisfy cravings and turn off the side effects.  Use B and C vitamins for withdrawal; exercise calms
