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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Vicki Van Horn, Ex. Director of New Mexico 
Project for Financial Literacy.  She talks about financial health and why financial literacy is very 
critical in our daily life. Today financial illiteracy is a problem, debt issues, and future plans are 
considered to be taboos around money.  She says people don‟t talk much about it because of fear 
and shame.  Money is not the journey but the fuel and it‟s important the choices we make today 
have long term effects later on.  We are in a recession today because we over extended our 
resources and unemployment is high.  Credit cards account for 34%, medical 24%, vehicle 20% of 
our household income.  She says that financial literacy is taught as an elective in high school, but 
would like for it to be a requirement one day. Today people live pay check to pay check.  In her class 
she teaches how to “value things” and says the way you value things is how your money will flow.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, City of Albuquerque City Councilor Ken Sanchez.  
Sanchez talks about tax season and what to expect this year.  With the economy the way it is, more 
people are filing their taxes earlier and getting money back sooner.  The complexity of taxes can be 
stressful and a common concern is the changes and what you can claim.  Many changes that 
occurred this year are the first time home buyers credit 2007 (had to return back $7,000 back). The 
2009 first time home buyers credit of $8,000 you don‟t have to pay back due to the economy.  With 
some others changes are you can claim up to four exemptions and claim earned income tax credit.  
Also the making work pay credit of up to 6.2% up to $400 single or $800 a couple.  You can also 
claim your property taxes.   
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introducers her guest, Bernalillo County Commissioners and Vice Chair, 
Maggie Hart Stebbins . She talked about the upcoming economic summit called „Increment of One’.  
The goal of this summit is to collaborate with small business owners and get feedback from them 
regarding growing their business one job at a time.  Small business owners are the backbone of the 
economy.  The summit will address a variety of topics and will include getting through government 
red tape, educational resources, how and where to apply and receive loans and how to gain 
government contracts and how to market your business etc. If small businesses can grow by one 
employee, it‟s as effective as a major company coming into our community.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Gena Coldwell, Ex Asst. and Media Relations for 
Better Business Bureau of the Southwest talks about the credit card act.  She talked about the two 
different phases to occur in August the other change occurring in February 2010.  Credit card users 
can expect limited interest rate hikes, limited universal default, the right to opt in and out and limited 
credit to young adults.  Anyone under age 21 will be banned unless you have an adult co-signer and 
accounts.  .   
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Sherry Hooper, Ex. Director of The Food Depot. 
She talks about how food assistance has increased by 20% due to the current economic condition.  
She says clients are having to choose to pay for food or pay rent.  Poverty in New Mexico is 18% and 
unemployment is one cause factor.  She says they also see what she calls „underemployment‟ (where 
clients are working) but scrapping by and need food assistance.  Affordable housing, poor health and 
access to healthcare are all decisions our clients have to make.  Others such as seniors are having to 
buy food or medicine especially those on a budget.  The Food Depot works with 9 counties and 
giving away 1300 food bags a day.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Dr. Harold Bailey, Ex. Director of New Mexico 

Office of African American Affairs.  Dr. Bailey shares how health disparities among the African 
American Community are a huge and serious concern for his office.  Children are overweight in the 
African American community and account for 33% of what is happening here locally.  He shares how 
50% of HIV victims are African American and shares how cancer, obesity, diabetes, heart disease, and 
stroke are at an all time high.  Diabetes is at an all time high among children.  Dr. Bailey believes risky 
behaviors and under the influence of drugs and alcohol are leading causes of these health disparities.  
He shares of his office is addressing these issues by informing the community by education, essay 
books and achievement guide books given out by his organization.

Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, David Tompkins, New Mexico Department of 
Health.  He talks about New Year‟s resolutions and “quitting tobacco” use is a challenge for people.  
He spoke about how 90% of adults were introduce to tobacco use at a young age so they can look 
cool (peer pressure).  He says later in life, you continue to use tobacco because by then you‟re 
addicted to the nicotine.  He says the “classic addiction” you attempt to quite but relapse due to 
addiction to nicotine.   He calls it a pediatric disease. He says tobacco use (whether its cigarettes or 
chewing tobacco use) causes cancers.  He says the NMDOH TUPAC program has four goals that are 
implemented: eliminating second hand smoke, eliminating to kids before they start smoking, reduce 
smokers and health disparities. He says that it‟s the #1 premature death in our state is tobacco use.   
By having the TUPAC program in place there are 66,000 fewer smokers (23.8% and now 19.3%) 
which means 14,600 more lives are saved. It saves us 633 million in healthcare cost and 184 million 
cost in Medicaid.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Naomi Lippel, Director of Overeaters Anonymous.  
She talks about the New Year and weight loss is always a goal to tackle. She talks about food 
addictions and the battle for compulsive eating.  Isolation, binge eating, abusing laxatives and eating 
out of the trash are all symptoms of this problem.  She talks about the 12 step program and how you 
start to transform for yourself.  There is help out there if you want it.  She talks about others in the 
program that has lost 50, 100 and 200lbs.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Alexis Brown Girls, Inc.  She talks about eating 
disorders and bullying among girls today.  Girls are at risk for making unhealthy decisions today.  
Girls Inc. works with girls from 5 to 15 years old to give them life skills.  She shares statistics about 
girls today; they‟re 1 in 4 victims of intimate partner violence compared to the national average.  
More teens in Santa Fe are having babies and New Mexico ranks #1 for teen birth rates.  Health and 
image and eating disorders are on the rise (with anorexia and bulimia), research shows its becoming 
an increase problem.  Girls Inc. has developed a mind, plus body initiative to help the girls with four 
goals: nutrition, physical active, health stress management and positive body image.  We hope to 
continue to reach more girls in the next two years.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guests, Nancy Pope, Director of New Mexico 
Collaboration to End Hunger and Samantha Blauwkamp, Ex. Director Meals on Wheels.  
Blauwkamp spoke about „hunger‟ among our seniors.  Our services can be from two weeks to 
over 10 years. We address elderly and hunger – we only meet a small need of providing food 
service to our hungry – seniors will have to cut meals in half for lunch and dinner (1 in 8 seniors 
are hungry).  New Mexico is second worst in the nation for hunger, (USDA numbers).  The 
number of clients has increased 37% due to the economy. Each year 130,000 meals are 
delivered and many others are on a waiting list that is growing every day. We see families the 
biggest growing segment, especially in rural and high poverty areas. Average families in rural 
areas drive 30 minutes each way to a local food store.  A gallon of milk can be priced at $8.00 
gallon.

Lori Johnson, CBN News Reporter , says that Mercury is a deadly poison inside every one of us. It's in 
things like fish, dental fillings, and vaccines. Scientists agree that a little bit is okay, but warn not to 
over-do it. So how much is too much? Fish does contain mercury, and therefore some caution should 
be taken when choosing your fish and deciding how often to eat it.   Much of the mercury in fish comes 
from coal-fired power plants. The emissions fall to the ground and are then washed into the waterways. 
Then it's absorbed by tiny organisms which are eaten by small fish, so the mercury stores in their 
bodies. When larger fish eat smaller fish, mercury accumulates, and builds-up to high levels in the big 
fish. So the fish at the top When choosing tuna, canned light tuna - which is the darker, cheaper variety 
- is low in mercury, and can be eaten twice weekly. But white tuna, albacore or sushi tuna, has more 
mercury and should be eaten no more than once a week for the high-risk groups.  But what about the 
mercury in fish you catch in your local lake or river? If there's reason for concern, health departments 
will post signs on the banks of certain waterways, warning fishermen to be careful when eating fish 
caught there.  Most state health departments will also post warnings about specific waterways on their 
Web page. If you are uncertain, play it safe and eat only one meal a week of fish you catch and no 
other fish during that week.   In addition to eating fish, many of us are also exposed to mercury here at 
the dentist's office when we get a filling.  Amalgam fillings, also known as silver fillings, contain 50 
percent mercury. But don't panic if you have them. The American Dental Association and the Food and 
Drug Administration say it's safe. So watch out if your dentist suggests replacing your silver fillings 
because of the mercury. Some vaccines contain mercury, but not nearly as many as in the past. Years 
ago, mercury was common as a preservative in vaccines. But it is largely gone now. Many parents 
believe mercury in vaccines causes autism. So mercury is a poison that is part of our daily lives, such 
as in fish, dental fillings and vaccines. But it's important to separate fact from fear

Mark Martin, CBN News Reporter , says that children are spending more time exploring technology 

than ever before. New information indicates more than 93 percent of kids are online, not just at home. 
For many parents this can be a nightmare. But a new safety program designed just for mom and dad 
could help.  "Internet Safety 101" includes a DVD teaching series and other resources put together by 
Internet safety expert Donna Rice Hughes, from the organization "Enough is Enough."  The purpose of 
the program is to keep young Web users away from Internet threats like pornography.  "It is graphic," 
Ernie Allen, president of the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children, emphasized. "It is 
explicit. It is deviant. It's aberrant. Kids are seeing content that no 12 or 13-year-old is mentally, 
psychologically, or emotionally prepared to deal with."  Child psychiatrist Dr. W. Dean Belnap said 
pornography actually shuts down a part of the brain.  If parents don't know what to look for or how to 
protect their kids online, a click of the mouse can usher in a nightmare. Various partners, including the 
U.S. Department of Justice and America Online, helped with the Internet Safety 101 project.   A study 
found one in five children under the age of seven use the Internet without parental supervision. Mobile 
devices that kids can use to access the Web make it more crucial for parents to establish safety rules 
and control content. Alicia said her parents were clueless about her online interactions with the sexual 
predator. She wonders if her kidnapping could have been prevented by a training tool like "Internet 
Safety 101."  "Know what your kids are doing online and stay engaged with them," Hughes told CBN 
News. "Recognize that you can't do it alone. You need some help."  That help is definitely needed in a 
society where porn is free, and predators can gain access to your kids, even inside your home.

Epidemiology and Response Division New Mexico Department of Health. Dr. Ettestad informs viewers  
To be aware of the Hantavirus - its present throughout our state and precautions need to be taken to 
avoid rodents and their droppings.  Most people are exposed to Hantavirus in or around their homes, 
especially when they clean out enclosed areas that have lots of mouse droppings.   Hantavirus 
Pulmonary Syndrome is a potentially fatal disease transmitted by infected rodents through urine, 
droppings or saliva. People can contract the disease when they breathe in aerosolized virus. The deer 
mouse is the main reservoir for Hantavirus in New Mexico. The best defense against Hantavirus is to 
avoid disturbing areas of rodent infestation, including nests and droppings. As warmer weather 
occurs, people need to air out their cabins and sheds before entering them for the first time.   Early 
symptoms of Hantavirus are fever and muscle aches, possibly with chills, headache, nausea, 
vomiting, diarrhea, abdominal pain and cough. These symptoms develop within one to six weeks 
after rodent exposure.   Although there is no specific treatment for Hantavirus, chances for recovery 
are better if medical attention is sought early.  He also talks about plague through rodents and flees. 
The common way a human contracts the bacteria is by a dog or cat get bite by a flee and then 
humans contract it.  Half of the plague issues in the United States occur in New Mexico in the four 
corners area.  Antibiotics can help cure the bacteria.

Young children and the 
elderly have a weaker immune system and can become dehydrated and cause death.  Drink lots of 
fluids and the body usually clears its self.  Statistics shows that 1,000 people are diagnosed each year 
(from what we know about).  There are many more that have not reported.  CDC estimates there 
over 3,000 cases that go undocumented.

The 
measure now goes to the board of directors and is expected to pass. Sickle cell anemia is a fairly well-
known disease, however, sickle cell trait is different. Many people don't even know they have it and 
can go through life without any symptoms. But combined with rigorous exercise, it can be deadly.  
Unlike sickle cell anemia where both hemoglobin genes are abnormal and produce mostly dangerous, 
sickle-shaped blood cells, people with the trait have only one abnormal hemoglobin gene and their 
blood cells are mostly a healthy, round-shape. But when people with the trait intensely exercise, their 
round blood cells can take on the sickle shape, become sticky and clog blood vessels. Resting corrects 
that, returning the cells to their round shape.  Complications from sickle cell trait is the number one 
cause of death for college football players. It's been linked with 10 on-field deaths in the last decade. 
None were during games, but instead happened during rigorous training.  The NCAA recommended 
member schools test for the trait, but then went one step further and voted to require all Division 1 
schools to test athletes for the trait. Currently only 64 percent of colleges screen for the trait and do 
so voluntarily. Beginning August 1, all athletes in NCAA Division 1 schools will be required to either: 
Take a blood test to screen for sickle cell trait. Prove they already had the screening.  Opt out of the 
screening by signing a waiver releasing their school of any liability.  Hospitals in every state screen all 
newborns for sickle cell trait. Yet, parents often don't read the results of those screenings or forget 
them when their babies grow up. One in 12 African Americans carry the trait, but people with Spanish, 
Greek, Italian, Asiatic Indian and Mediterranean ancestry are also affected.  While some players never 
survived sickle trait complications, their deaths raised awareness about the condition that will likely 
prevent others from suffering the same fate.

Lori Johnson, CBN News Reporter , says if you're trying to eat healthy, perhaps you have heard to stay 
away from processed foods. While that's great advice, it seems many people are confused about what 
exactly constitutes processed food. If you can't identify them, it's hard to cut processed foods out of 
your diet. And although most people know processed foods are bad for them, it's often unclear what 
makes them so dangerous to a person's health. Remember - processed foods are foods that have

been altered from their natural state. Have you ever wondered why a pre-packaged food stays fresh 
for months, when the same food made from scratch grows moldy in just days? It's because food 
manufacturers use man-made ingredients that prolong a product's shelf life. Unfortunately, they may 
have the opposite effect on peoples' health. Trans fats are commonly found in commercially fried food 
and packaged foods, especially baked goods. But you won't see the phrase, "trans fat" in the list of 
ingredients. Instead, look for the word, "hydrogenated." And beware of labels claiming no trans fats. 
They're often still in there, because the Food and Drug Administation allows food with up to a half-
gram of trans fat per serving to be labeled "trans fat free." The problem is, those servings can be 
small so we eat many servings, and those half-grams add-up. Vending machines are often loaded with 
processed foods. In addition to trans fats, they often contain too much salt, which can cause heart 
problems and creates a craving for even more salt. Another addictive ingredient you'll find in 
processed foods is high fructose corn syrup, which is linked to obesity and diabetes. Although high 
fructose corn syrup manufacturers contend it's nutritionally the same as sugar, others say it's worse.  
Also on the list are other syrups and sweeteners like dextrose, glucose, lactose and maltose. And 
speaking of chemical names, here's another one to watch out for: monosodium glutamate, or MSG for 
short. Food manufacturers like it because it adds flavor. But doctors dislike it because it causes high 
insulin secretion. Believe it or not, even white flour is a processed food. Its soft texture and mild taste 
is created by removing the most nutritious parts of the wheat berry, the bran and the germ. The 
starch leftover is digested too fast in the body and can lead to weight gain, diabetes, heart disease 
and cancer. By contrast, whole wheat flour includes the entire wheat berry, which is digested slowly, 
making us feel full longer. Although identifying processed foods and removing them from our diet isn't 
easy, it may be less troubling than dealing with the health problems they could create.

He mentions 
countless studies have shown if kids grow up in a high conflict divorce are much more likely to have 
school difficulties, much more problems with mental health difficulties, trouble with the law, victims 
of crimes or sex abuse if they are now growing up in unstable home.  Not all kids turn out this way, 
but a lot do.  How to recognize if a child is having difficulty with divorce –indicators are:  they began 
to regress in behavior, clingy, and angry. He encourages divorcing families to seek a cooperative 
marriage class, where families get the appropriate skills on how to handle conflict and it doesn’t 
involve the kids.

The D.A. talked about the 
collaboration effort between the state and federal agencies to address the gang, drugs and 
prosecution issues in our state.  Our state is the only one with no gang legislation, so we have got to 
enhance penalties for people participating in gangs and drugs.  We’ve been trying for five years to 
enhance penalties in NM.  The legislation package we are putting together is gang date base, 
treatment and recruitment.  We hope eventually other districts will follow suit.

Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, New Mexico Secretary of State, Mary Herrera. 
She talks about the upcoming election that is only for Republican and Democratic parties.  
Independence can’t vote (it’s a closed election).  June 1st is the primary election and we now have a 
new technique which is ballot on demand that was introduced and will eventually be in all counties.   
A new law was passed that 16 and 17 year olds can work Election Day.  She encourages everyone to 
vote, because one vote can make a difference.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Mark Narvaez, Program Director for Alzheimer’s 
Association.  He talks about how Alzheimer’s disease can impact families from finances to care giving.  
He shares ways on how to prepare for something like this by first understanding the disease and the 
phase as to which the person is at.  He talks about how to reduce financial stress by receiving 
retroactive pay from the government to get reimbursed for medication, respite care and care giving 
equipment.  He talks about – how there is a $300 Respite Care voucher that families are entitled to.  
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guests, Dr. Paul Hopkins and Sara Lee, Samaritan 
Counseling Center. Dr. Hopkins talks about how the United States is the #1 country for the divorce 
rate and New Mexico is 9th or 10th in the nation for the divorce rate.  He mentions that 50% of all 
marriages will end in divorce at one point.  Divorce rate climbed in the 60’s but now they see a 
decrease due to couples not marrying but co-habituating.  The new trend they see might be because 
couples are living together and decide not to marry.  Secondly it could be because the difficult 
economy cuts both ways, adds more stress and less disposable income, so frankly they stay together 
because of that, but it can increase domestic violence in families and adultery.  Lee talks about the 
other side by taking a healthy marriage program to help communication and conflict resolutions.  
Couples learn to be assertive in communication, how to resolve conflicts, fiancés and unrealistic 
expectation, values and roles.  The biggest cause for divorce is sex, money and in-laws.  We offer 
classes throughout the year. 
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Brother Charles Schreiner and Carrie Copsin with 
Brothers of the Good Shepherd.  Both talk about the increase of the homeless population (men, 
women and children) coming to the shelter for food and shelter.  Both share how the current 
economic condition and unemployment are the leading cause of the increase they are seeing.  
Brother Charles talks about the 12 step program that is geared to work in someone’s life in 7 months.  
He says it helps rehabilitates the homeless from drugs and alcohol.  Carrie talked about the Corn Beef 
and Cabbage dinner coming up on St. Patrick’s day and encourages viewers to attend. 
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Margaret Ortiz welcomes and introduces her guest, Victoria A. Jones, Ex. Director and Sheila A. 
Thomas Health Educator for Sickle Cell Council of New Mexico.  There are 70,000 to 80,000 people 
approximately that have this disease in America. Sickle Cell disease hits 1 in 4 and is a genetic 
disease.  It is a painful disease but people can live productive lives. A normal cells lives 120 days, but 
sickle cell lives only 5 to 10 days and clog up arteries in the body. Thomas shows props to helps 
audience understand the disease. New Mexico altitude causes the air to be much thinner which calls 
for more episodes in people with sickle cell.  Proper hydration, nutrients and drugs help patients. The 
NM Council helps educate and bring awareness, advocate and support.   
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Lori Johnson, CBN News Reporter, says Medical experts are learning several lessons from last year's 
swine flu pandemic.  Despite fears of a world-wide crisis, while many people contract the flu last year, 
relatively few died from it. The World Health Organization announced the official end of the Swine Flu, 
or H1N1, pandemic during the first week of August.   But what about this year? Pediatricians are 
warning parents against developing a false sense of security. The swine flu is expected to return and 
parents are being urged to take the necessary precautions.  This year's flu vaccine will arrive in 
doctor's offices in just a couple of weeks. Experts hope to avoid what happened last year when the 
government purchased 160 million doses of the H1N1 vaccine, but nearly half of those 70 million 
doses, were never used, and will now have to be destroyed.   The reason for the disconnect is that flu 
vaccine production is much slower than the speed of the illness itself. So, with many people travelling 
by airplane these days, that last year's outbreak of H1N1 spread faster in six weeks than the past two 
pandemics, in 1957 and 1968, did in six months.   The World Health Organization classified H1N1 as a 
Phase 6 pandemic -- the highest level -- based on how widespread it was. But it turned out to be not 
that severe, only a low-level category 1 in terms of how deadly it was.   Still, that could have 
worsened at any time.   Most flu vaccines, including last year's H1N1 vaccine, are manufactured by 
growing the flu virus in a chicken egg. But scientists want to do away with this painstaking method 
because it takes months to get the job done. There's also no way to protect against the deadly Avian 
Bird Flu.   Within two years, most flu vaccine companies will likely convert from growing the virus in 
eggs to growing it in cells, which is faster. Within ten years, they'll likely make flu vaccines using a 
molecular approach that doesn't require any growing of a virus at all.   Development of a universal flu  
vaccine is underway. The new vaccine is one that will protect against all strains of every type of flu.   
The new vaccine may be available in the next five years. So while the Swine Flu pandemic was much 
ado about nothing to some people, others see it as a dress rehearsal for the next pandemic that might 
be much more severe.
