Tiffany Dwight Estell interviewed the Mayor of St. Joseph, MO Ken Shearin.  They discussed what he plans to 
change the Cities Charter and in affect change the city’s power structure.  Mayor Ken Shearin stated that the city 
council is working on putting the power back to the masses instead of a micromanager.  Mayor Shearin is floating 
three City Charter amendments, two of which would clearly and directly limit powers of the city manager.  Shearin 
said that the Council elections would be staggered.  Currently, all nine seats for the council and mayor are decided 
simultaneously.  Mayor Shearin stated that last year the city elections allowed seven new council members.  This 
put the new council at a tremendous handicap by not having any experience on the council.  Mr. Shearin also 
wants the city charter to change in order to give the council some authority of interviewing or giving approval for 
the hiring of department directors, and perhaps some final decision in their firing.  Currently, the city manager is 
solely responsible for hiring department directors, but some managers have presented their choices to the council 
before the hiring is official.  The third and final amendment up is that if the council does not adopt a city budget by 
the start of the new fiscal year, the city would revert to last year’s budget.  Currently, the city manager’s budget is 
automatically instated if the council doesn’t adopt a budget.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell interviewed the city of St. Joseph’s Deputy Mayor Mike Hirter about the Capital 
Improvement Programs tax.  Deputy Mayor Mike Hirter stated that the capital improvements sales tax for more 
than 14 years has worked from a specific list of projects and the vast majority of them have been kept.  He stated 
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that the CIP has delivered numerous projects that have greatly changed the appearance, amenities, economy and 
safety of St. Joseph residents. Councilman Mike Hirter stated that the CIP tax will inject about $1.5 million into 
improving the city’s Missouri River levee system.  It will open the riverfront with a needed northeast passage.  
Fixing up the riverfront park could generate many new amenities that will increase the economic structure of St. 
Joseph.  Mike Hirter stated that new fire stations are desperately needed.  The fire stations were originally built 
back when there were horse and buggy carriages to put out fires.  He said that a lot of the stations have been 
given historical markers and the fact that the city still has to use them is not good. The passage of the CIP tax will 
make it possible to build new fire stations.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with the City Councilmember Donna Jean Boyer about issues involving city 
government including staggered elections, and the Community Improvement Projects.  Ms. Boyer first talked on 
the issue of staggering elections.

Host Andrae Hannon talked with Tax Professional Fred Burczyk.  They talked about the 2008 tax season and in 
particular the rebate checks that will be issued this year.  Mr. Burczyk stated that people first have to file taxes from 
2007 to be eligible for the rebate.  He says a few people who otherwise wouldn’t file taxes might want to consider 
doing so this year.  This population usually is elderly people who normally do not have to file taxes.  Burczyk says 
the IRS and Social Security Administration will work together to find eligible rebate recipients who don’t have to file.  
On the question of when rebate checks will be issued Fred Burczyk stated that the IRS will not be able to start 
issuing checks until mid-May.  That will give them enough time to process the 1040s that arrive by April 15th.  
Burczyk stated that individual taxpayers could receive rebate checks of at least $300 and up to $600.  Married 
couples will get up to $1200 and some taxpayers with children will receive an additional $300 per child.

David Brody CBN News Senior National Correspondent reports:  For weeks, Iowa has been the center of the political 
universe…now it’s decision time.  For the Democrats, it’s a three way race.  Just a few votes could mean the 
difference between first and third place for Clinton, Edwards or Obama.  Some analysts believe a win here by national 
front runner Clinton could be a big boost for her.  She believes her experience sets her apart from her opponents.  
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Both Edwards and Obama are pushing “change.”  Edwards criticizes Clinton for being too cozy with lobbyists which 
plan into her message.  Obama tells audiences he doesn’t want to go back to the “politics of the 90s”, a clear 
reference to the polarizing Clinton years.  On the Republican side, polls show Iowa to be a two-man race. Former 
Massachusetts Governor Mitt Romney's well-funded organization and amount of time spent here has put him in a 
position to pull out a win.  But the story of the night could be Mike Huckabee. The former Arkansas governor and 
Baptist preacher was once an afterthought, but since October has come on strong. He's appealed strongly to 
evangelical voters in this state and has a slight lead in the polls here even though he's being outspent by Romney 20 
to 1.

A year of campaigning can take a toll and in a rare 
moment for Hillary Clinton, it showed.  She's been the front runner since she entered the race but now, after losing 
Iowa to Barack Obama and trailing in the polls here, Clinton is fighting for her political life.  Meanwhile, Obama 
cruises along, playing to standing room only crowds and waxing poetic about change with a few funny stories along 
the way. The Republican race looks to be a two man contest between Mitt Romney and John McCain.  Romney begs 
to differ saying McCain's been wrong on two big issues: taxes and immigration.  McCain and the rest of the GOP 
candidates contend Romney has changed his position on multiple issues. It's hurt him in the polls. CBN News asked 
Romney about the attacks on the campaign trail.  As for Iowa winner Mike Huckabee, he's playing it cool and easy, 
jammin' on bass with the local band Mama Kicks.  The socially conservative Huckabee has publicly said he'll be 
satisfied with third or fourth place here knowing that fiscal issues rule the day up here.  New Hampshire officials 
believe the turnout out here could very well be the highest since 1992. Close to a half million people may show up. If 
that's the case, the Obama campaign believes, just like the huge turnout in Iowa that plays to their advantage.

They were cheering the new life New Hampshire 
Republicans gave their candidates campaign.  Six months ago, the McCain camp struggled with low poll numbers and 
little cash so he concentrated heavily here and it paid off.  Mitt Romney pulled a repeat of his Iowa result, finishing 
second for the second straight race. He vows to fight on in next week's primary in his home state of Michigan.  By the 
way, Huckabee, the Iowa winner, came in a solid third here which his campaign says is great for a southerner to do 
so well in the Northeast.  This 2008 election is shaping up to be one of the more memorable ever. Two parties, two 
close races with so many subplots it's turning into a daily soap opera.

David Brody, CBN News Senior National Correspondent:  Super Duper Tuesday is finally here and millions of voters in 
more than 20 states are going to the polls.  Republican frontrunner John McCain came to New York City Monday and 
in front of gawking New Yorkers and a media mob, claimed that he's the Republicans' best chance to win in 
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November.  McCain is leading in many of Tuesday’s key states including big ones like New York and New Jersey, but 
polls show challenger Mitt Romney may have closed the gap in some southern states and another big prize: 
California.  But Romney has company.  Iowa winner Mike Huckabee is campaigning hard in southern states and could 
do well – so well in fact that he may win some states and take votes away from Romney in the process.  As for the 
Democrats, Barack Obama went around Monday with Ted Kennedy at his side and a surprise appearance from actor 
Robert DeNiro. Obama is making the case that his judgment and new way of politics will make the difference over 
Hillary Clinton.  Obama is expected to do well in places like Illinois and some of the caucus states like Colorado. Even 
the big prize of California is in play and polls show he's closing in other states too.  Clinton has advantages in big 
states like New York and New Jersey and doing well in California is critical to her success.  Both the Clinton and 
Obama campaigns acknowledge that this is a race for delegates now, not states. And it's very possible that the results 
on the Democratic side will be so mixed tonight that there will still be no clear frontrunner.  CBN Host Gordon 
Robertson talks live with David Brody about the candidates and their chances to win in today’s primary.

The “Joy in Our Town” host interviewed Robert and Kimberly Warren, CEO of the Mid City Excellence Learning 
Center.  They discussed the problems that youth are facing at this point and time in the midtown area of St. 
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Joseph.  The midtown area is one of the most economically depressed sections of the city.  Recent reports have 
shown 66% of the minority male teenagers in this community are dropouts.  Hundreds of youth facing the 
challenges of poverty are caught in a vicious “risky behaviors” cycle (teen pregnancy, substance abuse, domestic 
violence, and dropping out of school).  Mrs. Warren went on to say the Mid City Excellence has formed Teen 
Summit, a “risky behaviors” prevention program that helps 7th -12th graders explore their ethical challenges and 
dilemmas.  She also said that there must be a collective effort made in order to have a greater impact on these 
precious lives.

The “Joy in Our Town” host talked with Cindy Keene, the executive director of the Pregnancy Resource Clinic.  With 
teen pregnancy being a major problem in the city of St. Joseph they discussed how they help this population. Cindy 
began by saying that she helps young women carry their babies to term.  This is helped by having a mentoring 
program called Earn to Learn.  Counselors help the girls with unplanned pregnancies on a one on one basis.  They 
gather information about their pregnancies and their intentions with their pregnancies.  Ms. Keene discussed the 
issue of a young woman having a difficult time telling their parents that they are pregnant. She said it’s not easy to 
go to their parents with the news that they are pregnant. Young women with an unplanned pregnancy are 
probably concerned about the way their parents will react-and can imagine only the worst. Are they concerned 
they might be asked to raise their child? Are they concerned the adolescent is too young to raise a child? Are they 
concerned what friends or family might think? It is important for the young woman to have a plan of action and for 
their parents to see that they have thought seriously about the situation.  With the young woman’s permission a 
counselor will be present when they tell their parents the news of their pregnancy.

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CBN News reporter Lee Webb - Over the last two decades, a number of Christian schools have popped up around 
the country employing what is known as the classical approach to education.  They are modeling the curriculum of 
one school in Moscow, Idaho.  Logos School third graders greet teacher Julie Garfield in Latin. By the time these 
students are in the tenth grade, they will be able to converse and read original works in the ancient language.  
Douglas Wilson was the co-founder of Logos. “At the beginning, all I knew is that I didn't want my kids to have what 
I got,” Wilson said. “I felt ripped-off, vaguely. And we were trying to impart the kind of education that none of us 
had received.”  Wilson had discovered an essay titled “The Lost Tools of Learning,” written by British author Dorothy 
Sayers in the late 40s.  Sayers wrote, "Although we often succeed in teaching our pupils 'subjects,' we fail 
lamentably, on the whole, in teaching them how to think."  Schools today place a premium on computer training, 
while only 31 percent of college graduates are able to understand lengthy passages from books.  Rote learning is 
almost a bad term in many cases -- the idea that children should memorize something without having a complete 
concept of it,” Tom explained. Ninety-two percent of Logos graduates go on to college.  Many of them go no further 
than a couple of miles away, to New Saint Andrews -- the classical Christian college also co-founded by Wilson.  
Even the math is based on the classical method developed by Euclid, the founder of geometry.  Apparently, they are 
doing well. Logos has had 25 National Merit semi-finalists, which is per capita the highest in Idaho.  And its students 
score 35 percent higher than the national average on year-end achievement tests.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell interviewed Sheldon Lyon of the Missouri State Highway Patrol.  Sgt. Lyon stated that 
the Missouri State Highway Patrol announced a new driving program for teenage drivers entitled, “ How To Save a 
Life”. He said the goal of the program is to target young drivers and educate them against the number one killer 
of teenage drivers--car crashes. Sgt. Lyon said there are many factors endangering young drivers.  He said teen 
drivers have a tendency to drive too fast.  This, combined with inexperienced and bravado, sometimes leads them 
to make poor driving decisions.  Another problem is that young drivers often mix alcohol and drugs with their 
driving.  Sgt. Lyon said while teen substance abuse has been a concern for decades, mixing it with motor vehicles 
has particularly lethal side effects.  He said almost equally suicidal is the refusal to wear seatbelts.  Approximately

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Tony McGaughy, the Assistant District Engineer with the Missouri Department 
of Transportation.  They discussed the conditions of Missouri roadways and future projects to make transportation 
better in the state.  Mr. McGaughy started off by stating the MODOT designs, builds, and maintains the roadway 
system in Missouri.  This system is approximately 32,000 miles of roadway with over 10,000 bridges.  MODOT has 
a ratings system to gage the conditions roadways and at this point and time Mr. McGaughy stated that 60% of the 
roadways are in good condition.  There are 40% that are in fair or poor condition.  Mr. McGaughy then went on to 
credit protective median cables for a significant drop in fatal accidents on the state’s highways.  He said the guard 
cables are three bands of steel cable designed to block vehicles from crossing over into oncoming traffic.

John Jessup CBN News:  More than 40 years ago, a government official named Daniel Patrick Moynihan warned that 
African American families were falling apart.  In 1965, one quarter of black children were born out of wedlock.  
Today, it’s more than two-third.  But some African American leaders are working hard to re-establish the black family.  
Research shows that children living with both their mothers and fathers tend to be healthier, emotionally and 
physically.  But ministering to a predominantly African American congregation, Joel and Ylawnda know they don't 
represent today's "typical" black family.  Joel says that's because young people don't have enough positive role 
models, particularly when it comes to black men.  Outside of the home, Joel spends a lot of his time ministering to 
men, urging them to be responsible parents. It is a theme echoed in the book Come on People by Bill Cosby and 
long-t ime friend and noted psychiatrist Dr. Alvin Poussaint.  The book exploded onto the scene last fall and has been 
making waves since -- the result of years of collaborative work that produced family-oriented programs such as The 
Cosby Show.  But Come On People became reality only after TV's favorite dad made polarizing remarks criticizing 
black culture for its widespread use of profanity, gansta rap, and black-on-black crime.  School drop out rates have

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skyrocketed, homicide is now the leading cause of death among young black men. And over the past several decades 
the suicide rate among that demographic has increased more than 100-percent.  And about 70 percent of African 
American babies born each year go home to single mothers.   "We wanted to emphasize what people could do for 
themselves. We didn't deny systemic racism or institutional racism, but we felt there were a lot of areas that we had 
control over in the black community where we could make a difference," he said.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Buchanan County Prosecuting Attorney Dwight Scroggins and Kim Carroll, 
the victim services director at the St. Joseph YWCA.  They discussed the growing trend of homicide being the 
leading cause of death of pregnant women.  This region of the United States has seen many cases like this in 
recent years.  Lisa Montgomery of Melvern, Kansas, has been charged in the 2004 death of Bobbie Jo Stinnett, 
who was killed in her northwest Missouri home when she was eight months pregnant.  Kim Carroll said that most 
people are killed by people they know.  It is not clear why pregnant women are more at risk.  Some people say the 
vulnerability of the pregnant woman might provoke abuse by a partner; others say that it is a sign of how rampant 
domestic violence in general is.  Prosecuting Attorney Dwight Scroggins said that every state conducts annual 
studies of maternal mortality rates, usually distinguishing between pregnancy-related deaths-medical complications 
arising from pregnancy-and non-pregnancy associated deaths, such as motor-vehicle accidents.  But the problem 
with these definitions is that they don’t take into account socially related deaths such as homicides.  He stated that 
domestic violence was the leading indicator for homicide among pregnant women.  He stated that women tend to 
think pregnancy is a safety zone, especially if they are already in an abusive relationship.  But what we’re seeing is 
that no woman is safe from domestic violence or its most severe consequences.

Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Sgt. Jill Voltmer of the St. Joseph Police Department.  She is the police 
departments lead missing persons investigator who was recently named the first AMBER Alert Coordinator.  Sgt. 
Voltmer said she recently attended the National AMBER Alert Conference in Albuquerque, New Mexico and plans on 
traveling to Jefferson City, Missouri monthly for meetings with the Missouri State Highway Patrol AMBER Alert 
Coordinator.  She hopes to strengthen St. Joseph’s position in the statewide AMBER Alert system.  Sgt. Voltmer is 
trying to inform St. Joseph residents that they can have area alerts sent to their cell phones as text messages and 
encouraging them to do so.  She said more people knowing about alerts in their city can only help during these 
emergencies.  Voltmer cautions people from signing up for too many alerts.  She stated that AMBER Alerts have to 
get people’s attention or it’s like a car alarm going off in a parking lot.  No one pays attention to those any more.

Host Julie Cluck interviewed Anne Roy-Forcier, Clinical Director of Children and Youth Services at the Family 
Guidance Center for Behavioral Healthcare.  They discussed the issue of cyber bullying and it’s affect on the youth 
population.  Following the death of a 13-year old Missouri girl following an internet hoax the issue of cyber bullying 
has come to the forefront.  Ms. Roy-Forcier says the goal behind cyber bullying is to humiliate, to threaten, or to 
set forth bad things about a child that they know or may not know.  This may include emails about death threats 
or in the context of interactive game playing where a group of children gang up on another child and sends them 
threatening messages.  She stated that cyber bullying is different from the school yard bullying of the past.  This 
type of bullying is a lot more deceptive and harder to detect.  Ms. Roy-Forcier says parents should somewhat be 
involved with what their child is doing on the internet.  It is a good ideal for a parent to Google their child on-line 
and sees what pops up under their name.  Also, parents should teach their children that if they would not say 
something to a person face to face they should not say it on the internet.

The “Joy in Our Town” host interviewed Joyce Estes of the Northwest Missouri Children’s Advocacy Center.  The St.

Joyce Estes said it’s 
just so tragic when a man takes out his frustrations and anger on an innocent child rather than finding another 
outlet.  She says the women have to be aware of who they’re with and who they’re leaving their child with.  She 
said that people just don’t beat babies out of the blue; there are warning signs.  Ms. Estes said that part of the 
solution to stopping these violent baby deaths is better education in the areas of child development and parenting 
community wide.  Courts and social service agencies refer families who are at risk for neglect and abuse to a 
program called Family Connections.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with William Russell, Assistant Professor of Health and Physical Education at 
Missouri Western State University.  They discussed how to keep the weight off in the winter months.  Mr. Russell 
talked about the health risk of fad dieting.  He says there is no doubt that you lose weight on the diet but at 
certain risk.  By omitting certain foods, and sometimes even entire food groups, these diets are deficient in such 
major nutrients as dietary fiber and carbohydrates, as well as in selected vitamins and minerals. Reducing 
carbohydrates also reduces muscle which could be dangerous.  The question of how to lose unsightly cellulite came 
up and what is the best way to get rid of it.  Mr. Russell said resistance training which involves the use of weights, 
machines and even body weight to work out the muscles properly.  For people that do not want to get big and 
bulky from lifting weights Russell advises that they lift a smaller amount of weight with more reps.  This tends to 
build tone and therefore erase unsightly cellulite.  The benefits of resistance training include, increase of bone 
mineral density, strength, increases in the range of activities, reduces body fat, and improves heart condition.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Debbie Pankau, of Curves Fitness Center.  They discussed the issue of weight 
loss and why fad diets do not work.  Ms. Pankau said that quick weight-loss diets usually overemphasize one 
particular food or type of food.  They violate the first principle of good balanced diet that includes a variety of 
foods.  Pankau stated that when people stay on such a diet for more than a few weeks they may get nutritional 
deficiencies, because no one type of food has all the nutrients one needs for good health.  Ms. Pankau stated that 
unlike an incomplete liquid protein diet or other fad diets, a good diet can be eaten for years to maintain desirable 
body weight while fad diets fail to provide ways to keep weight off.  She also said that many fad diets do not 
encourage physical activity.  Being physical helps to maintain weight loss over a long time.  Physical inactivity is a 
major risk factor for heart disease and stroke.  Ms. Pankau said that the best way to lose weight is a healthy diet 
rich in fresh fruits and vegetables, whole grains and fat-free or low-fat dairy products, along with regular physical 
activitiy.  She says doing this helps most people manage and maintain weight loss for both cardiovascular health 
and appearance.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell interviewed  Kristina Hannon, Clinical Director of Adult Mental Health at the Family 
Guidance Center for Behavioral Healthcare.  They discussed the Assertive Community Treatment program.  Mrs. 
Hannon described ACT as a specialized mental health service for individuals who reside in the community who have 
a severe and persistent mental illness.  She said the idea is that some mental health patients need a little extra 
help to stay in the community.  ACT organizes a community team of professionals to provide intensive care for 
those who suffer from serious mental illness and who have not responded to traditional care.  A total team of 
psychiatrists, case workers, physicians, vocational specialists and other providers work together to provide for the 
needs of the client.  Mrs. Hannon says that she thinks ACT provides a missing step in the continuum of care.  She 
said that St. Joseph is pretty fortunate to have a decent mental health system, but what was missing was this 
ability to really go out and be very assertive and proactive with a difficult group who has kind of fallen through the 
cracks.  Mental health officials here understand the importance of delivering the services needed to keep any 
patient out of costly intensive care in a hospital.

The “Joy in Our Town” host talked with Kristina Hannon, Clinical Director of Adult Mental Health at the Family 
Guidance Center for Behavioral Healthcare.  They discussed crimes as associated with the mental health 
population.  Mrs. Hannon said that lately when serious crimes are committed the question always is does this 
person have a mental illness.  Mrs. Hannon said a few years ago the Journal of the Electronic and Broadcast Media 
did a study to find out why the viewpoints of people who have a mental illness are violent.  What they found was 
that 74 percent of the time a person with a mental illness is portrayed on television or on a movie screen as a 
person who is violent, either to themselves, others, or is homicidal.  Mrs. Hannon said when the media does 
portray people with mental illness in this manner; it promotes a stigma for those people and really keeps them 
from getting treatment.  Mrs. Hannon said that St. Joseph is pretty fortunate as it has a pretty comprehensive 
mental health system.  The view years and years ago before the deinstitutionalization movement came along is 
that people who had severe mental health disorders like schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders would be 
treated in a hospital setting.  She says we have really progressed in the way we think of how to provide treatment 
for a person with a mental illness.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell interviewed Sarah Kretzinger, of the St. Joseph Chapter of the Multiple Sclerosis Society.   
They discussed the issue of Multiple Sclerosis, who it affects, and treatment options to stabilize the disability.  Mrs. 
Kretzinger, who has multiple sclerosis, began by stating that MS is an autoimmune disease that affects the central 
nervous system.  The CNS consists of the brain, spinal cord, and the optic nerves.  Surrounding and protecting the 
nerve fibers of the CNS is a fatty tissue called a myelin, which helps nerve fibers conduct electrical impulses.  Dunlap 
best describe this as being a long wire with the rubber covering surrounding it.  MS occurs when the rubber covering 
is torn away.  When myelin or the nerve fiber is destroyed or damaged, the ability of the nerves to conduct electrical 
impulses to and from the brain is disrupted, and this produces various symptoms of MS.  Kretzinger said that 
worldwide, MS occurs with much greater frequency in higher latitudes away from the equator, than in lower 
latitudes, closer to the equator.

Host Megan Glenn interviewed Chuck Kempf, the special projects manager and ADA coordinator with the city of St. 
Joseph.  They discussed the cities new nature center as well as work being done on Phil Welch Stadium.  Mr. Kempf 
said that the nature center will be the best thing for the St. Joseph riverfront since Joseph Robidoux. The $4.5 million 
building sits at the confluence of Roy's Branch and the Missouri River, almost exactly the same spot where Mr. 
Robidoux set up his first trading post in 1826, just south of the French Bottoms boat ramp.  Kempf said the nature 
center was originally a $4 million project, with $1 million each from the city, county, state and federal governments.  
Mr. Kempf said the city of St. Joseph hopes to bring a college-level summer wood-bat league team to St. Joseph for 
the 2009 season. Dan Gerson, a Kansas City restaurateur who is negotiating a stadium lease that would bring the 
college wood bat league team, has been working with the city on a list of potential stadium improvements. 
Preliminary estimates have placed the total cost for improvements at roughly $1 million, but Kempf said he believed 
the cost could come in significantly under that.  Top priorities in the improvement plan include lighting, moving the 
fences in, an upgrade to the public address system which Kempf said may have been accomplished with a new mixer 
— and construction of a party deck, probably down the right-field line. A new press box also is among the planned 
improvements.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Barbara Labass of the St. Joseph City Council.  They discussed City Talk, the 
debris cleanup from the winter ice storm and spring storms, as well as street repairs that the city is responsible for.

Crews have 
completed three of the four sections. Councilwoman Labass said that approximately 1,700 properties have been 
identified with having dangerous tree limbs hanging from trees in public right of way, as a result of the ice storm. She 
said the city will soon begin removing these hanging limbs over the public right of way, such as roads and sidewalks, 
regardless of where the tree is planted.

Heather Sells, CBN News Report reports: At the age of 33, Ralph Reed made the cover of Time Magazine. He was 
nationally renowned for his grass-roots organizing and political strategy. Thirteen years later, Reed continues to play 
an active role in national campaigns.  Political pundits became enamored with the concept of "values voters" in the 
2004 election. However in the early 1990's, Reed had spotted their potential and had already figured out how to 
engage them politically.  In 1989, Pat Robertson asked Reed, a former national leader of the College Republicans, to 
head the Christian Coalition. Many credit Reed's political strategy as the key to helping Republicans take over 
Congress in 1994. In 1995, at perhaps the height of his power, Time Magazine again featured Reed on its cover with 
the title "The Right Hand of God."  Reed left the coalition in 1997, but has continued to be a prominent advisor to 
many national campaigns.  In 2006, he decided to run for the job of Georgia's lieutenant governor. But Reed's ties to 
lobbyist Jack Abramoff clouded his primary hopes and he lost to conservative state senator Casey Cagle.  Today, 
Reed is taking his political expertise to a new arena. He's the author of the newly published political thriller "Dark 
Horse."  Pat Robertson 700 Club Host, talks with Ralph Reed about his book and they talk about John McCain’s efforts 
to build relationship.  They talk about judges and how this race will be close.  McCain will carry the South and Obama 
the North East.  It will be a very competitive election.  The vice president pick will be the key in this election.  Reed 
says Obama won’t pick Hillary and talks about the possible strategies and Hillary’s mistakes.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Sam Barber, the chief building inspector (the city of St. Joseph), Steve 
Hofferber, from the property maintenance division, and Dawn Probasco, the city planner.  They discussed housing 
codes and zoning in the city of St. Joseph.  Mr. Barber said that city and housing codes help keep communities in 
safe and sanitary condition.  The housing code sets the rules of basic upkeep and care for decent housing.  The 
housing code in the city of St. Joseph has one set of rules for rental housing and another one for owner-occupied 
housing.  The rules for rental housing apply to public and private housing. They also apply to Section 8 and other 
government housing.  The tenants or owner can make a complaint or ask for an inspection with the local housing 
code office.  When violations are found, the city or county gives the owner notice.  The owner is then given a certain 
amount of time to fix the problem.  They went on to discuss some common code violations.  Some are the illegal 
placement of fences, parking vehicles on unimproved surfaces, and zoning requirement violations for structures and 
land use requirements.  Complaints can be made by phone, in person, or by letter to the local housing code office.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked to Chad Orstad a mortgage specialist about the mortgage crisis in the United States. 
Mr. Orstad said subprime borrowing was a major contributor to an increase in home ownership rates and the demand 
for housing.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Steve Henrichson, Fire Inspector with the St. Joseph Fire Department.  They 
discussed safety precautions dealing with the Fourth of July fireworks.  Mr. Henrichson said that approximately 
10,000 people are treated for fireworks related injuries each year in the United States.  Injuries range from minor 
burns to lost fingers and eyes to death.  Henrichson said that children are the most vulnerable of potential victims.  
Younger children should never be allowed to light fireworks and older children should have adult supervision and 
be taught the proper safety procedures for lighting fireworks. Mr. Henrichson gave some common sense and 
simple precautions that can prevent most injuries from fireworks.  A responsible adult should light the fireworks, 
use an area free of combustible materials and make sure the fallout area does not have buildings or vegetation, do 
not try to relight malfunctioning fireworks, soak them with water and dispose of them, do not experiment with 
homemade fireworks, and observe local laws, make sure the fireworks you are using are legal in your area.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell interviewed Angela Reynolds of the St. Joseph Youth Alliance.  They discussed issue of 
adults supplying alcohol to a person younger than 21.  The catch phase for this type of activity is Parents Who Hosts 
Lose the Most.  Angela Reynolds said that Parents Who Host Lose the Most is a movement of the banning together of 
parents who promised to agree not to serve alcohol to underage teenagers in their homes.  She added that it surfaced 
in the St. Joseph community because underage drinking was the biggest catalyst in the community plan written for 
the next ten years.  A lot of parents believe that if they host these parties then their child would be safe but Ms. 
Reynolds disagrees.  She stated that parents are fooling themselves by thinking that hosting these parties that include 
alcohol to underage people will curtail their child’s drinking when they are away from them is a myth and is simply not 
true.  The reasons that parents who host lose the most is that it’s against the law, it puts great liability on the parents, 
and it puts the teens in a dangerous situation when they get in a car and leave the party.  Reynolds added that a child 
drinking at age thirteen has a 40% chance of becoming addicted to alcohol.

Host Andrae Hannon interviewed Dwight Scroggins, the Buchanan County Prosecuting Attorney.  They discussed the 
new Missouri Supreme Court ruling that affects DWI offenders.  Mr. Scroggins says that wording on a statute, allows 
convictions in municipal court to be dropped during a state conviction.  He stated that in this jurisdiction and in many 
other jurisdictions the first offense, especially if it occurs in the city, goes to municipal court and fairly routinely is 
granted a suspended imposition sentence.  Under the court ruling municipal DWI’s could not be used by the state to 
impose a stronger sentence.  Scroggins said that the unanimous high court decision centered on an old clause left 
near the bottom of the state’s drunken driving law since the early 1980’s.  Whenever two conflicting standards exist 
within a criminal law, the defendant gets the lesser penalty. Mr. Scroggins said lawmakers were trying to figure out if 
the Supreme Court ruling applies to people already serving time.  He said that officials statewide are poring over what 
may be thousands of pending DWI cases to see which could be affected.  Scoggins stated that some people convicted 
of DWI felonies will be released from prison and thousands of others could have their old felony convictions 
overturned.

Host Andrae Hannon talked with Captain Mike Donaldson of the Buchanan County Drug Strike Force.     They talked 
about the major problems of methamphetamine labs in Northwest Missouri.  Northwest Missouri is by far the largest 
producer of the illegal meth labs in the nation with 2133 labs.  The next largest is 1800 in the state of California.  
Captain Donaldson explained why meth is both dangerous and illegal.  This drug is a powerful stimulant that attacks 
the central nervous system.  All the chemicals that go into making meth is very toxic and with meth labs not being 
made in any controlled environment increases the severity of danger involved in this drug.  Captain Mike Donaldson 
said that meth has reached epidemic levels due to recent trends in meth labs and usage itself.  He stated that meth 
has a reputation of being a cheaper, cleaner, and safer form of cocaine and can be placed in your body through 
inhalation, injection, or snorting.  The paranoia that using meth brings along have caused problems in social 
situations such as domestic violence, violence on the street, and even violence with contact with the police.

They discussed a 
police training program called Search Management Systems which presents integrated, practical, and field proven 
techniques and tools for responding to missing person incidents.  Sgt. Rothganger said that the Police Department 
started the training at this point because it is better to be trained now before an incident arises and know what is 
going to be expected of you as a police department.  She said that this training is a good way to find out what their 
strengths are and what they can improve on.  Sgt. Rothganger stated that in the training of 30 police officers and 
firefighters, who would respond to a missing person incident, the focus would be the key, essential components of all 
search incidents.  They want to approach the search from the perspective of “missing”, rather than “lost”, thus 
considers other possibilities such as crime, fraud, and simply overdue.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Jamie Roe, with the Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA).  CASA, which 
stands for Court Appointed Special Advocate, is a program, in which volunteers help abused and neglected children in 
a court setting.  Ms. Roe stated that in Buchanan County CASA currently have 173 children along with 73 volunteers.  
Jamie Roe then went on to discuss child abuse and how CASA works with those.  Roe said that there are three major 
types of abuse situations that they mostly deal with.  The first is physical abuse of which Roe stated is the easiest to 
diagnose because there is appearance of serious bruising, broken bones, and other injuries.  The second situation is 
neglect.  This could be defined as lack of supervision, parents not keeping track of their children, or the dirty house 
situation.  In the dirty house situation the home in which the child is living is in such bad condition that it is not 
suitable for the child to live there.  The third situation is emotional abuse cases.  Roe said these are the most difficult 
cases to prove or deal with Roe stated that in Buchanan County CASA currently has 120 children represented locally 
for child abuse or neglect.

Heather Sells, CBN News Reporter: The City of Brotherly Love is squaring off with a long-time ally -- the Boy Scouts 
of America. At issue: the Scout's 80-year-old headquarters building in downtown Philadelphia and the right of the 
Scouts to ban homosexuals from leadership. The City of Philadelphia says it will evict the Boy Scouts from their 
headquarters on June 1 if they don't change their policy banning homosexuals. The city says it told the Boy Scouts 
last June that they either need to stop "discriminating" and abide by the city's fair practice ordinance or get out of 
the building. Several conservative groups including the ACLJ, Conservative Defense Alliance, and the Conservative 
Leadership PAC have launched a campaign to support the Boy Scouts. The Cradle of Liberty Council told CBN that 
it's considering its options and a First Amendment action is one of them. But it remains hopeful that the matter can 
be resolved without litigation. Philadelphia joins several other cities including Berkeley and San Diego, CA that have 
recently challenged the Scout's use of public facilities.   CBN host Pat Robertson meets with Governor Rick Perry 
(Texas) and talks about the Boys Scout issue.  Boy Scouts have impacted young boys in a positive way but the law 
suits are negatively affecting them.  There have been many issues and now this latest one.  They discuss his book 
“On My Honor” to help the Scouts; they discuss the Supreme Court case fought over the Scouts.  They discuss the 
Polygamist controversy and 416 children – some abused – in Texas.  Texas moved in appropriately and we’re 
getting these children in safe places so they can get on with their lives.

Host Megan Glenn interviewed Helen Caton of the American Heart Association.  They discussed the issue of heart 
disease and why it is the number 1 killer of Americans.  Ms. Caton said that the research the American Cancer Society 
leads to better ways to diagnose, treat and prevent heart disease.  Research has contributed to such lifesaving 
discoveries as CPR, pacemakers, bypass surgery, artificial heart valves, microsurgery and life-extending drugs.  Ms. 
Caton talked about the difference between high blood pressure and high cholesterol.  She said that high blood 
pressure puts pressure on the arteries and causes small tears.  High cholesterol will tend to stick to those parts of the 
arteries and that is where plaque starts and leads to hardening of the arteries.  Caton said people who have high 
blood pressure are very likely to have untreated or poorly controlled cholesterol problems that significantly increase 
their risk for heart attack and stroke. Nearly 50 million U.S. adults have high blood pressure. The majority of them 
also have high LDL cholesterol that is often not being treated aggressively enough. Ms. Caton said that heart disease 
has increased in the past 20 years but heart disease deaths have decreased.  Due to the fact that research and what 
doctors are able to do now in preventing those deaths.  She said that unfortunately the incident of cardiovascular 
disease is getting larger as we see the increase in obesity and the sedentary lifestyle.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Registered Nurse Connie Bonebrake about bug bites and poison ivy.  Bonebrake 
talked about how mosquito bites can cause west nile virus or malaria.  The symptoms that people may show that have 
been infected with the west nile virus is a mild illness characterized by slight fever, headache, body aches, skin rash, 
and swollen lymph nodes. Bonebrake then talked about the issue of spider bites.  Bonebrake said that brown recluse 
spider bites often go unnoticed initially because they are usually painless bites. Occasionally, some minor burning that 
feels like a bee sting is noticed at the time of the bite. Symptoms usually develop two to eight hours after a bite.  Most 
commonly, the bite site will become firm and heal with little scaring over the next few days or weeks.  Bonebrake then 
talked about the subject of poison ivy.  She explained that a lot of people thought that poison ivy came from actually 
touching the leaf but it really comes from the oil on the bottom side of the plant.  The best way to get rid of poison 
ivy is to get the oil off of your skin as quickly as possible with soap and water as well as preparing against it by 
wearing cremes and lotions.

Host Tiffany Dwight Estell talked with Sue Lober of the Midland Empire’s Chapter of the American Red Cross.  They 
discussed different ways to keep your summer fun and safe by aiding against sun burn, swimming safety and 
acclimating yourself from summer heat. Sue Lober talked about how overexposure of sunlight emits harmful 
ultraviolet radiation that in the short term can cause painful sunburn and in the long term may lead to unsightly skin 
blemishes, premature age of the skin, cataracts and other eye problems, skin cancer and a weakened immune 
system.  Lober stated that it’s important to recognize when someone has had too much heat.  There are three 
medical conditions directly related to heat: Heat cramps, Heat exhaustion, and Heat Stroke.  Lober said one key 
factor in keeping kids safe around water is to teach your child to swim.  Always remember that younger children 
shouldn’t be left unsupervised around water even if they know how to swim.  Sue Lober also gave these water safety 
tips:  Install a fence or wall around your pool or water, install a door alarm so that you will know if children leave the 
house unattended, never let your child swim alone, get a pool cover, and learn CPR to be prepared for an emergency.
