Kevin Jones interviews Nick Handy, Director of Elections, and Katie Blinn, Assistant Director of Elections, of the Washington Secretary of 
State’s Office.  Issue: The Top 2 Primary.  States can choose the kind of primary they want as long as it doesn’t violate 1st Amendment 
rights.  In the past, the Washington blanket primary allowed persons to vote for the candidate rather than for the party.  The U.S. Supreme 
Court declared this unconstitutional.  So the state replaced the blanket primary in 2004 with a pick-a-party primary, where voters voted by 
party rather than by candidate.  This proved unpopular with voters, so an initiative in 2004 created the Top 2 primary, whereby the top two 
finishers in each primary race, regardless of party, go on to the general election.

Kevin Jones interviews Nick Handy, Director of Elections, and Katie Blinn, Assistant Director of Elections, of the Washington Secretary of 
State’s Office.  Issue: Military voting.  Members of the military and other citizens living overseas vote by absentee ballot in Washington 
State elections.  Ballots are mailed 30 days prior to the election, and voters have 15 days to return them to the state, for a legislature-
mandated 45 day transit period.  Usually this causes no problems, but the Iraq and Afghanistan wars are causing a logistical problem in 
meeting that 45 day window.

George Pettingell interviews Mike Lonergan, Tacoma City Councilman who is candidate for Pierce County Executive.  Issues: In the next 
32 years, where will the additional 1 ½ million population live in the Puget Sound area?  Where will they work?  How will they get to work?  
In preparing the Vision 2040 Plan, of which Mike was a member, 4000 public inputs were obtained at hearings, through email, and other 
venues.  The conclusions were that we need to concentrate growth in metropolitan cities – Seattle, Tacoma, Bellevue, Bremerton, for 
example.  This will create more density which will improve the cities’ infrastructure and provide more focused housing and transportation.  
In a sense, this is a “back to the future” concept where shopkeepers lived above their shops, working and living in the same place.  This 
concept should greatly reduce sprawl and traffic gridlock.  Also, governments should live by the Golden Rule – do unto others as you 
would have them do unto you.  It is so easy for those in government to look down on the people, to become arrogant, “I know what’s better 
for you.”  This is bad government.  We need the people to tell government what they need, what their priorities are, and then let 
government work towards those goals.  Without trust in government, what do you have?

These are difficult times for citizens and government.  There are tremendous budget challenges.  Each department of county government 
must do what they need to do to meet their budgets, such as appropriate spending and staff cuts, creative funding, and cross-training of 
employees.  Transportation – This is a regional issue, not just a city of county issue.  Tax payers need to see the benefits of transportation 
projects.  Again, government must be creative.  Infrastructure – County government must do a good job of delivering services, making our 
communities safe, and ensuring the quality of life.  We must begin by setting priorities.  We must appoint someone to think about these 
priorities, plan for them, and implement them step-by-step.  Government cannot do whatever they want to do; they must be responsive to 
the people.

George Pettingell interviews Patrice McCarthy, Pierce County Auditor and candidate for Pierce County Executive.  Issue: For 70 years 
citizens in the State of Washington voted for whomever they wanted on the ballot, regardless of party.  The top Democrat and Republican 
then went on the general election.  The people loved this system.  Then in 2004 the U.S. Supreme Court ruled that this was 
unconstitutional.  So the State instituted a Pick-a-Party primary.  The people didn’t like this.  They didn’t want to vote for the party.  “We 
like our independence.”  We now vote for the Top 2 finishers in each primary race.  For the coming November general election, there will 
be a new voting system for Pierce County, utilizing two different ballots.  One ballot will list the candidates for President, Governor, other 
Washington State Offices and County Offices.  A simple majority vote will decide the winners in these races.  The other ballot will list 
Tacoma city races.  Voters will rank their choices by 1st choice, 2nd choice, and 3rd choice.  Each ranking will be weighted accordingly, with 
1st ranking higher, etc.  The winners in each race will be the ones who get 50% + 1 votes.

Marcelle Camille interviews Brian Sonntag, Washington State Auditor, and candidate for Washington State Auditor.  Issue: The State 
Auditor’s office is a check and balance on government operations and performance.  The office is independent, neither beholden to the 
Governor or the Legislature.  The 2005 Initiative 900 gave the office independent audit performance authority and responsibility.  There 
are 2,700 different units of state government, ranging from huge agencies like DHHS, DOT, large school districts and universities, and 
local and city government, to the small agencies, like mosquito control districts.  The State Auditor checks their books and finances, 
ensuring that the spending of state monies is properly controlled with openness, transparency, and accountability.  Washington is the only 
state in the country with this level of independence.

Marcelle Camille interviews Brian Sonntag, Washington State Auditor, and candidate for Washington State Auditor.  Issue: Voting 
methods in the state have changed from machines with mechanical levers to absentee ballots.  Originally, a voter had to submit in writing 
his or her reason for voting as an absentee, such as a physical disability or being out of state or out of the country during the time of the 
election.  Today, almost all of the state votes absentee with no requirement for a voting exception.  Each of Washington’s 39 counties has 
its own elections office, which reports to the Secretary of State’s office.  However, each county and every city in the state handle elections 
a little bit differently.  They each have an election canvassing board to ensure integrity in voting and vote counting, but, again, procedures 
vary from locality to locality.  There is no statewide consistency.  The state needs to address this.

Marcelle Camille interviews Sharon Quick, M.D., Washington State Representative of Christian Medical Association.  Dr. Quick’s speciality 
is Pediatric Anesthesiology and Critical Care.  She has cared for children with terminal cancer, children with pain management problems, 
and dying children.  At the time this interview was taped and aired, Initiative 1000 had qualified to be on the November ballot. This 
segment of the interview concerns Physician Assisted Suicide (PAS).  In summary, PAS involves a physician writing a prescription for a 
lethal medication which is taken by a patient in privacy with no physician in attendance.  “Pulling the plug” is not a form of PAS.  Initiative 
1000 states that an adult who has been diagnosed with six months or less to live and wishes to end their own life can request from their 
physician a lethal medication to do so.  However, the patient must wait 15 days before they can get the prescription filled.  There is no 
requirement for family notification.  There is also no requirement for a mental health evaluation.  There is a provision for a psychiatric 
evaluation, but in Oregon, and probably in Washington if the Initiative passes, that provision is not often carried out.

CBN News Sr. National Correspondent David Brody reports: Sens. John McCain and Barack Obama shaking hands in public as the 
presumptive presidential nominees of their respective parties.  The two appeared together at Saddleback Church in the Santa Ana 
Foothills to bare their soul -- at least a little bit.  The two Presidential candidates quizzed by Warren each had an hour to answer the same 
questions. Warren has been criticized by some conservatives for not focusing more on abortion and gay marriage. But he didn't shy away 
from asking those questions. For Obama, sitting in front of a few thousand relatively conservative Evangelicals didn't make for the most 
comfortable setting.  This forum gave voters a good idea at the candidates' differences. Still, Obama is breaking new ground for 
Democrats in his attempt to woo the Christian voting block. It is an active outreach designed to appeal across the faith spectrum.  Former 
Congressman J.C. Watts sees both sides.  "I think we have to use discernment in seeing through what could possibly be the politics of it 
but I don't fault any party for reaching out to any demographics with their ideals and their ideas and with their plans," Watts said.

David Brody, CNB News Sr. National Correspondent WASHINGTON - One week from the Democratic convention and Barack Obama 
finds himself answering for a vote he made back in the Illinois state Senate.  It centers on a bill called the Born Alive Infant Protection Act. 
The National Right to Life committee says Obama is misleading Americans over he opposed the bill and Obama told CBN News the pro-
life group is lying. The Born Alive Infant Protection Act would have required medical attention for infants born alive during an attempted 
abortion.  Obama voted against it more than once. Why? Obama says to protect Roe v. Wade and keep abortion legal. But even most 
abortion rights supporters say Roe wasn't at risk.  In a statement to CBN News, the Obama campaign wouldn't address the charge that he 
has misrepresented his position on this bill. They don't believe it's necessary since there were multiple versions of the bill at different 
times.  Instead they told CBN News "The suggestion that Obama - the proud father of two little girls - and others who opposed these bills 
supported infanticide is deeply offensive and insulting. The bills Senator Obama voted against in Illinois were crafted to undermine Roe v. 
Wade or pre-existing Illinois state law."  Meanwhile, while the Obama campaign concedes that the language of the federal bill and the 
Illinois bill are the same, the implications would have been far different in each case. And so they say this is not so cut and dried. Plus they 
say Illinois state law already had language in place protecting infants born alive.

David Brody, CBN News reports:  Before the conventions, white women supported Obama 50-42 percent. Now, there is a 20 point swing 
in favor of McCain. Enthusiasm is building too. Before Palin, only 12 percent were enthusiastic about McCain becoming president. Now it's 
34 percent.  In Ohio this week, she finished her speech and some people left while McCain was still talking. At rallies like the one near 
Youngstown Ohio you'll hear a lot of talk on the stage from Palin about her reformer image and maverick spirit, but the talk in the crowd is 
much different. It's a talk about her faith.  Rev. Paul Riley and his wife Helen sat down exclusively with CBN News.   As then pastor of 
Wasilla Assembly of God Church, he baptized 12-year-old Sarah in a lake not too far from town.  The media has tried to dig deep into 
Palin's faith. Some critics take shots at her Pentecostal upbringing when they hear about people speaking in tongues or receiving the "gifts 
of the Holy Spirit." A Washington post cartoonist recently went as far as to suggest McCain was using Palin to communicate with God, but 
that God called it gibberish.  Faith isn't the only subject under the spotlight. Questions, even from some conservatives, have come up 
about whether she's experienced enough to be Vice-President. And perhaps one of the most emotional issues comes down to family.  
Even some of her supporters wonder how a mother of five will be able to handle the role when she has an infant with Downs Syndrome 
and a 17-year-old who is pregnant. Those two examples may endear her to the pro-life movement, but bring up the important role of a 
mother.

George Pettingell interviews Keith Beach, Executive Director of the Jennifer Beach Foundation, an organization that works with victims of 
domestic violence.  Problem: Domestic violence is a pattern of behavior to establish and maintain coercive control over an intimate 
partner.  This control can be expressed physically, sexually, psychology, and/or emotionally.  Over time it tends to become more severe, 
and is often tied in with alcohol, drug, and anger issues.  Control issues – red flags, if you will – include isolation from family, economic 
sanctions (not giving the intimate partner money to buy things), educational limitations, and disrespect.  Solution: The average time for a 
woman to leave an abusive situation is 7-9 months, yet most domestic violence situations demand that a woman seek shelter away from 
the abuser sooner rather than later.  Women must become financially literate, comfortable with the financial resources available to them.  
Most of all, women must learn to be survivors, to get through this most difficult period of their lives and learn to exist on their own.

George Pettingell interviews Keith Beach, Executive Director of the Jennifer Beach Foundation, an organization that works with victims of 
domestic violence.  Problem: Child abuse is similar to domestic violence in terms of its physical, emotional, psychological, and sexual 
aspects.  Child neglect deals more with basic life necessities – clothing, food, shelter, and lack of nurturing.  The children most at risk of 
abuse are those under the age of one year.  In fact, this age group accounts for over 50% of abused/neglected children.  These children 
are usually the first born to ill-prepared and young parents, and they tend to cry a lot (when they are hungry, in need of a diaper change, 
sleepy, or uncomfortable in some way) and this is often a trigger for abuse by a parent who doesn’t know how to deal with it.  Solution: We 
need better and more parenting education opportunities, and young parents need to take advantage of these classes.  We need programs 
for children (particularly those 6-10 years of age) about healthy behavior and how they can deal with destructive behaviors.

Marcelle Camille interviews Lanae Pearson, Director of First Class Homeschool Coop.  Problem: One of the charges leveled against 
homeschooling is that homeschooled children tend to be isolated from other children.  There is a lack of socialization that is so important 
to healthy families and healthy educational experiences.  Solution: Lanae has heard this argument, but hasn’t seen such isolation in actual 
practice.  For individual students, the home is a more comfortable and familiar environment than the typical brick and mortar public school.  
Homeschooled children interact with other children in smaller groups through coops and shared teaching situations.  They encounter the 
larger community through frequent field trips to zoos, industrial plants, public transportation outings, etc.  In fact, says Lanae, in 
homeschooling there are better and more frequent opportunities for becoming part of a group, taking leadership positions in a group, and 
exhibiting more mature behavior in public settings.

George Pettingell interviews Marcella Vasquez, foster care advocate, who for ten years was, herself, a foster care parent.  Problem: 
Foster children are often given back to their birth parents, even though those parents are not competent to care for them.  Unfortunately, 
this can place children in jeopardy.  Washington State law says that children must be returned to their birth parents (and that is generally 
the right thing to do), but we must first determine if those parents are mentally and emotionally ready to take over the parenting role.  Are 
they free from drugs and alcohol?  Have they been able to manage their anger?  Solution: Serita’s Law has recently been enacted by the 
State Legislature that would determine birth parent competency before returning their children to them.  This law needs to be enforced.  
Child Protective Services needs to follow through in their investigation and analysis of these situations.

George Pettingell interviews Marcella Vasquez, foster care advocate, who for ten years was, herself, a foster care parent.  Problem: When 
foster children reach the age of 18 in the State of Washington, they are no longer a concern of the state and are often left to fend for 
themselves.  This often means homelessness, if not worse.  Solution: Yes, at the age of 18 a child becomes an “adult.”  But too often 
these children who have been shunted from foster home to foster home most of their lives are not prepared to enter life on their own.  
They have not been trained in how to get a job, how to control finances, how to obtain an apartment, etc.  Oftentimes they don’t even have 
the skills to get a job..  They haven’t been given the opportunity to go to college or trade school.  Solution:  Foster parents should be 
taught how to prepared their foster children for the future.  Social agencies and churches perhaps can step in with programs for these 
soon to be “dumped” children.  Perhaps another law should be passed extending the age of foster care to 21 in certain circumstances, 
such as for school or job training.

George Pettingell interviews Marie McClean, Executive Director of Mothers of Zion (MOZ), helping women in transition from prison, drugs, 
abuse, and homelessness to mainstream society.  Problem: One of the emphases of MOZ is to teach young women how to be mothers.  
Just because someone is a woman doesn’t make her a mother.  A lot of women are not born with maternal instincts, and others have 
been so numbed by alcohol and drugs that they don’t know how to raise a child.  This is a large problem, particularly with black women in 
the Hilltop area of Tacoma.   A significant number of children have been taken away from their mothers by the state because of this lack of 
parenting skills.  Solution: To be a mother, a women needs to know how to love, how to nurture, to teach, to listen, and to forgive.  
Basically MOZ teaches women how to love themselves – self esteem – and how to love their children, how to spend time with their 
children and get to know them, and how to discipline rather than punish or threaten.  Most of the women stay in the MOZ program until 
they are ready to go on.  It’s up to them.

Problem: Along with not knowing how to be mothers, many women in transition don’t 
know how to be wives.  Marie says that women can be married without knowing how to be a wife, which involves submission, reverence, 
commitment, and communication.  Solution: MOZ teaches women how to take care of the home, cooking, cleaning, taking care of their 
husband’s basic needs, which includes his sexual needs.  “If he doesn’t find it at home, he’ll find it elsewhere.”

Paul Strand CBN News Washington Sr. Correspondent BREMERTON, Wash. - Americans are known for their rugged individualism, so 
many would instantly reject the idea of communal living.  But if they experienced the Christian co-housing community out in Bremerton, 
Wash., their main reaction might be one of envy. Because this "intentional neighborhood" is a beautiful mix of spacious town homes and 
open nature -- wide green spaces and cozy places. Bartimaeus Community is made up of mostly middle and upper middle class 
Christians who'd had it with the distant, cut-off way many Americans live.  One thing members agreed to: work days to keep up the 
grounds around their clusters of town homes, and some common meals.  But co-housing as a general lifestyle is having somewhat of a 
boom in the U.S. Some 113 co-housing projects already exist and 111 more are on their way.  It seems not just Christians are having that 
urge to break out of the isolation represented by single-families cut off from one another in stand-alone homes.  Sometimes, though, the 
mixing and the closeness can get a little too close. There have been clashes over such intensely personal choices. Communal idealist 
Guy admitted even he's had to face reality since moving into Bart Community.

George Pettingell interviews Becky Allen, Kindergarten teacher, and Jennifer Ford, former Kindergarten teacher now teaching third grade.  
Problem: Standards are higher today for Kindergarten than in the past.  Much of Kindergarten used to be developmental, exemplified by 
social activities, game playing, and nap time.  Today, Kindergarten is mostly about learning, particularly reading and writing.  Many 
children are not prepared for such learning when the school year begins.  They cannot read and write their names.  Some don’t even 
know their ABCs.  Yet all Kindergarten children are expected to read and write by the end of the school year.  Solution: The key to 
teaching Kindergarten is make it fun.  Lavish praise on the children.  Becky teaches one alphabet letter each week, accompanied by using 
that letter in simple reading and writing exercises.  Another key is to involve the parents.  Encourage them to read to their children, to 
spend time with them as individuals  instead of emphasizing group activities such as  soccer, gym, and dancing classes.

Marcelle Camille interviews Lanae Pearson, Director of First Class Homeschool Co-op.  A co-op in the homeschool sense is where a 
group of parents pool their resources, perhaps meeting once a week to teach their children according to  individual parent’s skills and 
passions, such as advanced math, science, history, art, etc.  Problem: While homeschooling is a viable and legal alternative to brick and 
mortar public schools, many parents don’t homeschool their children because they don’t feel qualified.  They have a fear of being 
underqualified, of failing.  The numbers of homeschooled children in the state of Washington is decreasing, in part because of this fear.  
Solution: Parents new to homeschooling need to know about the numerous resources available to them, such as other parents with 
qualified skills, support groups, co-ops, and on-line resources.  They also need to appreciate the strengths of the homeschool movement – 
100% parental involvement, values education, minimal behavioral problems, children learning at their own level – and how homeschool 
families fit into this model.

George Pettingell interviews Cynthia Barrientos, Director of the Homeschool Resource Center (HRC) of the Seattle Public School System.  
HRC is a legal entity affiliated with Seattle Public Schools and funded under the Alternative Learning Experience program established by 
the Washington State Legislature.  HRC currently involves 230-250 students and their parents.  Problem: Parents who wish to be the 
primary educators of their children, but don’t feel they have the resources to adequately teach them, especially with respect to more 
advanced subjects and laboratories, often rely on other homeschooling parents, perhaps with advanced degrees, to teach such classes.  
Other parents forgo homeschooling and enroll their primarily high school children in public schools.  Solution: The Homeschool Resource 
Center serves homeschool families, providing certified teachers, written learning plans, state-approved student assessment, and other 
opportunities.  Classes take place in both homes and at the HRC, which has classrooms and fully equipped laboratories on site.  The 
philosophy of the HRC is that different educational models work better for some families than other models.  There is no “best” model.

But such homeschooling 
took place almost entirely in the home with sometimes underqualified parents as teachers and with often unstructured curricula.  In 1998 
the State Legislature created the Alternative Learning Experience program which funded Homeschool Resource Centers established in 
numerous public school systems throughout the state.  Solution: Anna has three children whom she homeschooled through their high 
school years.  She had chosen homeschooling because she felt it would best fit the needs of her sons and the values she and her 
husband wanted to instill in them.  She chose the HRC model so the boys would graduate with certified high school diplomas.  Through 
the HRC they had their choices of classes, curricula planning with certified teachers, and the Running Start program, where students do 
their last two years of high school on a college campus, obtaining both high school and college credits simultaneously.

Solution: Giving a person a massive 
lethal overdose of a medicine is not death with dignity, as proponents argue.  Dying with dignity is to accept the end of life naturally and 
preferably with one’s family present if possible.  Death is a family experience, not an isolated selfish act.

In a terminal illness, one can choose not to take medication or not 
to stay at the hospital, but to end their life at home as a natural process.  Conclusion: In palliative care, physicians are beyond the stage of 
trying to cure an illness or reverse a trauma.  The idea is to make the patient comfortable, empower them to live with dignity, and make 
sure the last segment of their life is a good thing.  It may be a time to reconcile relationships and grow spiritually, psychologically, and 
emotionally.  The physician can give drugs to manage the pain if that is a concern, or to give sedatives, to make the patient comfortable.  
Death is a normal end of life and doesn’t have to be ugly.

This 
segment of the interview concerns palliative care.  Problem: End-of-life problems include medical education, long-term care, and societal 
attitudes.  Regarding medical care, physicians are trained to heal people.  When a patient dies, the physician has failed.  Regarding long-
term care, there is not enough nursing home and hospice staff to care for the terminally ill 24/7.  Regarding societal attitudes, our society 
is focused on youth, beauty, vitality, and independence.  We tend to avoid anything that has to do with death and dying.  The ill and dying 
are often isolated and lonely.  Solution:  We are making headway in all of these areas.  Palliative care is a new field in medicine that 
specializes in end-of-life care.  Other solutions include great advances in pain management and the legal aspects of dying, such as 
Advance Directives.  With the issues of medical education, long-term care, and societal attitudes, we need more medical school end-of-life 
training, we need care givers to understand the feelings of isolation and loneliness suffered by those who are dying, and we as a society 
need to appreciate the self-worth of the dying and support them in their final days.

Erick Stakelbeck, CBN News Reporter WASHINGTON - World markets plunged again today after the worst day on Wall Street since the 
9/11 terrorist attacks. Investors are worried who will be the next victim of the credit crisis and they're wondering just how long it will last.  
As Wall Street goes, so goes the world's markets. With several of America's financial giants either gone or teetering on the brink, stock 
markets from Asia to Europe are feeling the strain.  Markets took a dive Tuesday in Hong Kong, Japan and Britain -- while countries like 
Australia and India flooded money markets with cash. All want to avoid the troubles that have stunned Wall Street.  The demise of 
Lehman Brothers and buyout of Merrill Lynch sent shockwaves among investors Monday.  News that leading companies like AIG and 
Washington Mutual were also struggling added to the sense of uncertainty -- with investors even fleeing stable companies like Goldman 
Sachs and Morgan Stanley.  The chaos caused the Dow to plunge 504 points -- the sixth worst point drop ever.  The world's largest 
insurance company -- AIG -- may be next on the chopping block. But don't look for the federal government to bail the company out.  After 
stepping in on behalf of Bear Stearns Freddie Mac and Fannie Mae, the government made it clear it wouldn't save Lehman Brothers or 
Merrill - and it's now leaving Wall Street to clean up its own mess.  Pat Robertson, CBN Host, talks with Dennis Gartman, financial expert 
and author of The Gartman Letter about the market plunge and the seriousness of the problem.  No one wants to lend money to anyone 
else.  AIG’s loans were irresponsibly made and if corrected 18 months ago it would be easier today.  The “netting affect” is the problem.  
The ability to borrow money will be more difficult.  The economic slow down is a bit more unmanageable.
