Reverend Meeks told us there were many common things in preparing for college that
parents and youth need to know that this program teaches.

The College Tour and the best way youth can begin deciding on their careers was
discussed.

Pastor James V. Steele, Director of Unity Addiction Recovery Services is interviewed by
Joy In Our Town host, Tina Tilton. Pastor Steele begins by telling us the mission of the
program. He stated that the program which is connected to Tennessee Access to Recovery
was state-based by way of the Federal Government where funds were provided for the
treatment and recovery services for individuals who have addiction problems that cannot
pay. One half on these chosen organizations are faith based.

Pastor Steele explained that addiction is a disease which is genetic in nature. Many
times individuals do not know that have this pre-disposition until they become addicted.
There are physical and psychological addictions. Physical addictions require specific
medical treatment because there is a danger of death during withdrawal periods.

He conveyed to us there are signs which can be indicators of possible drug use and
addiction and the need for treatment. Treatment should be obtained when the individual
exhibits the loss of control of life and the pre-occupation with the substance. The
treatment process is the entering into a hospital or controlled environment where you
have professionals who can attend the specific needs.

Unity Addiction Recovery Services offers family support. Family members can receive
educational information as well as encouragement, understanding and other helps that are
available.

Ms. Sharon Trammell, Executive Director of Grace House, is interviewed by Tina Tilton,
host for Joy in Our Town. Ms. Trammell begins by telling us the mission of Grace House.
She said that Grace House is to provide long term residential treatment for women who
cannot pay for 6-month treatment. It differs from other treatment such as the 28-day
centers, in the length of stay and depth of study.

The drug problems in Memphis and Shelby County are very serious. Ten percent of the
total population is affected. Drug/alcohol problems affect the entire family. The whole
family becomes sick; but when women who are involved are mothers, the children can often
feel they do not belong anywhere.

Addiction is a disease that can be treated. A person with addictions can learn how to
live with the disease. They can learn how to maintain sobriety with the helps that are
available through the treatment centers, 12-step meetings, and sponsors.

Grace House is a non-medical de-tox treatment center. De-tox is a term used to describe
a period of time to get the chemical out of the body. Only 10% of the drugs used
require a medical de-tox. Alcohol and barbiturates are chemicals that require medical
de~tox due to the physicals withdrawals which can be dangerous.

Some of the signs to look for in addictions are if the drug is causing a problem with
family or in their 1life. A negative change is the person’s personality, behavior,
friends, interests, schedule and routine can be an indicator there is a problem.

Family members can take steps to get help for themselves and their loved one with the
addiction. They can confront their loved one about the addiction problem. They can
establish clear boundaries of what must take place and stick to the plan.

Mr. Earnest Townes, Founder of Shifting Gears Community Outreach continues his interview
into second segment with host of Joy In Our Town, Tina Tilton. Mr. Townes begins by
discussing Drug & Alcohol use among youth.

Mr. Townes tells us that drug and alcohol use in Memphis and Shelby County is
increasing. He tells us of the under age drug busts that are occurring as well as the
arrests of people outside stores to buy under age youth alcohol.

He informs us that youth often decide to try drugs due to various reasons. It can be
peer pressure, to escape pain, hurt, anger, stress, their environment or their reality.

Mr. Townes said there are signs to look for to know if their child is taking drugs and
And there are steps that can be taken to help the youth. Negative changes in their
behavior such as mood swings, outbursts of anger, different group of friends,
activities, and habits can be indications of alcohol or drug use. Parents or families
can take charge of their homes. They can check out their rooms for hidden drugs or
alcohol. They can get home drug tests to for their youth to take.

Drug and alcohol use among youth have an impact on the entire family. It disrupts the
harmony and peace of the home. Youth are using both legal and illegal drugs. Families
need to be aware that their medications and alcohol can end up in the hands of their
youth if they are not careful.

Some of the legal drugs that youth are using are alcohol, pain killers, nerve and stress
relievers, and sleeping pills. Illegal drugs that youth are wusing are marijuana,
cocaine, and meth. Marijuana is the most deceiving to youth because they think that
they are still fully functional and that it is not harmful. 1Its use generally leads the
way to the other drugs.

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Dr. Charles Adams talks about addictions - everyone has different receptors, some are
more susceptible to be addicted. Methamphetamine 1is a stimulant, alcohol is a
depressant, and narcotics stop pain. Some people have receptors that need more of the
drugs. They may start with back pain and keep taking them afterward. There are
possible medicines to help you get off narcotics; the doctor must be trained with
Buprenorphine, Suboxone and Subutes - they work to keep withdrawal symptoms down and
satisfy cravings and turn off the side effects. Use B and C vitamins for withdrawal;
exercise calms the body to get off narcotics.

Brier Smith Turner, Executive Director of the Fire Museum of Memphis and Ron Brown, Fire
Marshall for the Memphis Fire Department are interviewed by Tina Tilton to discuss fire
Safety. Mrs. Turner begins by informing us that the mission of the Fire Museum is to
teach fire safety.

The museum has various exhibits that teach different fire safety lessons. One exhibit
demonstrates how quickly a fire gets out of control. This exhibit stresses the fact that
there is only two to three minutes to get out of your home when there is a fire.

Mrs. Turner told us that the Fire Museum was an excellent place to bring the entire
family or groups, for training to develop a fire safety plan. The exhibits give the
visual demonstrations of actual fires and how quickly they can get out of control. It
gives parents a way to talk to their children about a fire in the home and how dangerous
they can be without frightening them after they go through all the exhibits. There are
specific steps that all adults and children should be taught in fire safety and this is
covered in the exhibits.

Fire Marshall, Ron Brown begins by telling us about the duties of the Memphis Fire
department. He stated that the fire department provides service to the public concerning
fire safety, fire fighting, protection of life and property from the dangers of fire.

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Mr. Brown explained the need for developing a fire evacuation plan for families,
schools, businesses, etc. He emphasized that the most important thing to remember is to
get out of the building immediately. He said that there should be two different routes
to use when exiting a premise and meeting in a designated common area. The call to the
911/Fire Department should not be made inside the dwelling/building; but after everyone
is outside.

Mr. Brown discussed the importance of using smoke alarms in all dwellings and buildings.
He said to remember to check your batteries and that your alarm is working properly. A
good way to remember is to check your alarm at least twice a year, in the spring and the
fall. He stated that smoke alarms/detectors can be purchased at a very reasonable price
at many convenient locations all over the city. In addition, he informed us that there
is a program to receive free smoke detectors and installation for those not able to
purchase their own. A call to the fire department at the business, non-emergency number,
can be made to get these details.

Mr. Brown told us the most common ways that fires are started during the different
seasons. He stated that during the spring and summer months, grilling food was the
common cause. People do not follow the regulations concerning the 10’ allowance for any
combustible object near the grill. He stated that during the fall and winter seasons
that space heaters, fireplaces, and stove cooking fires were the common causes. Mr.
Brown stated that more fatalities occur during the winter season. This is due to the
open flames from space heaters and fire places. Therefore; more caution should be used
during these situations.

Ms. Susan Helms, Coordinator for Mid-South Safekids Coalition, is interviewed by Tina
Tilton, host for Joy IN Our Town. Ms. Helms begins by telling us the mission of the Mid-
South Safekids Coalition is to bring awareness concerning the safety of children all
over the world.

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She explains that injury to children often occur when parents, other family members, or
friends, do not choose the correct age appropriate toy for the children. She stressed
that the manufacture age-requirement should always be considered in all purchases as
well as the development level of a child. The toys should always be thoroughly checked
out, all instructions read and followed, before giving toys to children. There can be
small pieces or parts that are broken that could attribute to choking with the smaller
children that would be detected. There should be supervision to insure that the children
understand how to properly use the toys.

Other safety information that Ms. Helms discussed was fire/burn safety and food choking
hazards. She stated that fires increase around this time of the year due to cooler
weather and the holidays. The culprits are space heaters, candles, and smoking in bed.
Caution should always be used with any open flames. Adults should practice and teach
children good fire/burn safety. Foods that are too hot can burn children like instant
noodles, soups, hot water, etc. Children need to be monitored closely when they are
eating that burns or choking does not occur.

Holiday travel and the proper transportation of children were discussed. Ms. Helms
informed us that car seats and booster seats were mandatory from infancy until age 8 or
4" 9”, These restraints give the children the support and protection they need while
traveling.
