Kathy Duvall talks with Dr. Charles A. Haenlein, Ph.D. with HVAF of Indiana, Inc. Dr. Haenlein is a 20-year Army
veteran of Vietnam and the Gulf War. HVAF began as a chapter of an organization called Far From Home, which
was set up in California in the 70s right after soldiers were returning from Vietnam. Many were dealing with
posttraumatic stress disorder (PTSD), drug and alcohol issues that eventually caused them to become homeless.
HVAF began to put some type of intervention in place for people in the Midwest. Many soldiers had lost jobs or
companies went out of business. Once it took two weeks to a month to get a letter in the mail. Today people can
communicate through Skype. A soldier can battle the Taliban and communicate with his wife who may be
complaining about something. It is not all bad but a soldier can only take so much. This applies equally to women.
They are essentially fighting a war on two fronts if you’re worried about losing your children to your ex-spouse or
losing your job and such while trying to do the job of fighting for your country. That is a tremendous mental
problem to deal with. Half of their dedication is here and half is there. Dr. Haenlein says that many are proud and do
not want to ask for help but unfortunately by the time they do, its too late to do what primary intervention could
have done because they’ve lost their home, doing substances or lost jobs. It compounds and soon they find
themselves with no home or support system and very much alone. With the breakdown of the family and people
with their own problems, they do not have time for someone else’s problems. For a veteran that is having trouble
assimilating back into society, HVAF gets referrals from the VA, service officers and word of mouth. HVAF’s
primary mission is to intervene as early as possible before things get any worse. The VA is a very good partner with
HVAF and they provide all types of treatment. Many are committing suicide. There are suicide hotlines. HVAF is
concerned that people might start medicating, drinking or doing drugs and their money is going for that when it
should be going to take care of the family. Stimulus funds have been provided to HVAF to keep people housed.
Purdue University works with military families through a military family research institute and many organizations
that have deployed troops offer family support groups to veterans and their families.

Reginald Barney welcomes Silouan Green, Founder of The Ladder UPP Program. Silouan is a veteran who had
experienced a jet crash and posttraumatic stress disorder. He says that it is important to share this because when he
speaks to veterans and family members, they cannot see beyond their own crisis because what they have been
through can be so horrific and overwhelming. They have to deal with the military, the VA and all the organizations
and it is hard to see what tomorrow will bring. It can feel hopeless. Years ago, he thought his life was being a marine
and when the jet crash happened, it was hard to look beyond that moment. Looking back, he says that helping others
is only possible because of the pain from things he went through. Sometimes PTSD has stereotypes and labels
associated with it and people do not want to talk about it. Silouan says that PTSD is like taking enough hits leaving
the person feeling like there is nothing left to protect them. It becomes depression and just wanting to die. PTSD
means your humanity or spirit is broken. Silouan works with support groups as part of Mental Health America of
Greater Indianapolis. He says that it was hard to approach the military because they were not open to outside people
helping so he gained traction in prisons with veterans. He analyzed what he did to overcome his own PTSD to share
with men and women going through the same thing and developed The Ladder UPP Program to use at home or with
a peer group or counselor. The biggest problem with serving the veterans and families is that all the services for
them are very disconnected. There is the military, VA, private groups, and it is easy to fall through the cracks. The
American Red Cross approached him about what they could do to help veterans. He developed support groups with
The Ladder UPP program to help them through PTSD. The most important thing in overcoming PTSD is
rediscovering what your purpose is. When you have PTSD, you feel worthless and like you do not belong. Once
someone is inspired again, the person begins to have the drive to get better. Support groups help men and women to
identify that spark then the American Red Cross as a partner develops community resources.

Kathy Duvall interviews House Representative Woody Burton of House District 58. Woody says that local elections
are sometimes more important than federal elections because federal is such huge money and numbers that it is hard
to affect change. Local politics affect police, fire and safety, street conditions, the schools, how classrooms are run,
school boards, city and county councils and such. In good economic times when things are going right, people do not
care but when things get tough they watch a little more. Woody says it is important that people ask questions of
politicians whether they are local, state, or national. Email, write or call them and if they do not get the response they
want then they should vote accordingly. Woody says that during the session, if he receives ten or twelve letters on an
issue, he pulls that bill out and takes a closer look. If ten or twelve are concerned, likely a lot more people have an
interest in that bill. The Indiana House Republican 2011 Strengthen Indiana plan is to protect the taxpayers, promote
job creation, and expand education opportunities and to stand up to Washington. When republicans had control of the
House four years ago, cameras were put in the House chambers and all the major committee rooms so people could
watch online when session is in. Woody says that the answer is being open to the public and transparent, requiring all
government agencies including schools to post how much money each politician, official or employee in the school
system earns. The people can see the things that happen because it is out there in the public view. Do not
underestimate the power of the people if you educate them and give them the opportunity to see. As ranking member
of the financial institution committee, Woody recently met with the banking community, credit unions, and chief
justice’s office of the supreme court and the community housing authority to work on solutions around foreclosure.
The goal is to create openness between lending institutions and the people so that when they get into financial
trouble, they can look for some way to refinance and rework mortgages to stay in the home. Even if you only do that
with 10% of the people, it will make a huge difference.

Kathy Duvall talks with Dr. David Blank who is running for state legislature for Indiana House District 99. Dr.
Blank says that as an emergency room doctor, he is on the frontline of healthcare and the access point for many
people. With the downturn in the economy, his emergency group sees around 40% of the patients at no cost. Dr.
Blank says that he is first in line for healthcare reform but this bill is not going to fix things. It would actually put a
big dent in the progress that has been made making the current problems even bigger. Without any way to fund it or
pay for it and more people in the system with less money to pay for it, cuts will have to be made somewhere. It will
hurt seniors and people will end up paying more and getting less. This will hurt the industry as far as moving forward
with progress, new medicines and such. Dr. Blank says that there is already so much government control of
healthcare that those in healthcare are worried about the government taking it over. On education, Dr. Blank says that
the decisions that have been made for education are strictly partisan. Other states around Indiana are getting better
results for less money. Charter schools, voucher programs, tax credits and all of these various things need to come
together to allow parents some choices and create competition among schools. Indiana has been moving in this
direction for 15 years. There is a ot of media attention in Indianapolis on failing schools. Dr. Blank says that if a few
key people were swapped out in the state house, some reforms could finally move ahead to fix some problems. As
far as taxing those who make more money, if you look historically and around the world, any time that this has been
done, not only does the government total revenue decrease but the take home pay of the poorest people decreases.
When small businesses are taxed, they end up having to fire workers. Most of us do not mind paying taxes or even if
taxes were raised if there was any confidence that the money was doing what it is supposed to do. At least half of it is
frittered away for nothing, eaten up by administrative costs, overhead and the inefficiencies of government.

Kathy Duvall welcomes State Senator Pat Miller of District 31 of the Indiana Statehouse. Senator Miller says that we
need to stop spending to the best of our ability and we need solid tax programs. In many ways, Pat says that Indiana
has a good tax structure but she is focusing on property taxes. Inheritance tax should be repealed. There have been
property taxes since the civil war and an individual’s wealth was determined by the amount of property that they had.
That is no longer the case. In 1973, Governor Bowen tried to reduce property taxes by putting in place a property tax
replacement credit where the state would pick up 20% of the responsibility of property tax payers. The assessment
would be put in place then the state would pay 20% of a person’s property tax responsibility. That was sent to the
county for distribution to schools, cities and towns. Over the years, those property taxes would creep up. The general
assembly would reduce them and for a while, they would be down but creep back up again. They are trying to put a
system in place now that ensures that property taxes cannot continue to increase with the exception that a person
would want them to. Property tax caps will be on the ballot for registered voters on November 2 as Proposition
Number 1. People can vote yes or no as to whether they want a cap on property taxes at 1% for homeowners, 2% for
other residential properties, and 3% for businesses. That will ensure that you will never have to pay more than 1% of
the assessed valuation of your home in property taxes. Some exceptions have been put to that. For example, if a
school corporation wants to build a high school that costs over 20 million dollars, they must put it out to the public
for a referendum and the people would vote as to whether or not they want to pay higher property taxes to pay for
that school building. If the vote is yes, those increases last for seven years and go on your property taxes above the
1% cap. If the vote is no, the school corporation cannot build that building which would increase property taxes.
Today if you add in all the money that the state is putting in to offset property taxes, it is at 3 billion dollars. Years
ago, the school general fund that paid teacher salaries was all from property taxes and now the state pays 100%.
Welfare costs used to be the responsibility of the county that came off property taxes. The state is now paying for all
those welfare costs. The state over the years has gradually picked up more of the responsibility for what property
taxes paid for but property taxes continue to go up. Legislators feel that the public needs to decide whether they want
to cap property taxes or not. It is the people’s option this November 2.

Kathy Duvall speaks with Senator Greg Walker of Senate District 41 with the Indiana Statehouse. Senator Walker
says that most of his concentration has been around taxation issues. Indiana is one of 40 states that has a deficit with
the federal government but it was created by the 1933 social security act. Indiana is told by the federal department of
commerce to fully fund this account but you have to extend these benefits as well. Then you are forced as an arm of
the federal government to assess new taxes on local businesses. That takes away from their ability to hire new
employees. The increase in tax is passed on to the consumer. Greg says there is no such thing as federal money
because if we were to have deficit spending at the federal level we increase our rate of borrowing on the next
generations. We are doing nothing to stimulate growth or stabling the economy. What will the healthcare bill
eventually be once we get past the state’s ability to manipulate, repeal or nullify it? What will the business cap and
tax do? Why would we make infrastructure investment in energy if we do not think we have the ability to meet those
obligations? There has been a lot of discussion about spending on education and what tax caps might do to that.
Property taxes are no longer spending for any of the operation accounts in schools and we’ve had to shift that to the
states obligation because of court case, which has said we have to have equality of opportunity in our education.
Therefore, if you base it strictly on the property taxes in a community, you might have a poor area with very low
property assessments and you cannot provide the education for the children. That is unfair and our kids deserve a
chance and opportunity. Property taxes should be allocated based upon how much property you own for the services
received for police and fire, property related which education is not, and so the shift to the state budget is preferable.
The federal system has no obligation there and they should have no business in education but the state has a
constitutional mandate to provide a common education. Indiana does have the capability of providing what is thought
of as priorities in state spending and there is not the idea of redistributing Indiana’s wealth to other states that have
not done as good a job of maintaining their own fiscal responsibility. We are beyond the point of saying in the future
we are going to have to pay the price because that time is now. Every obligation or debt gets much harder to repay
the longer we defer the repayment. November 2 is a vote on property tax caps.

Kathy Duvall interviews State Senator Pat Miller of Indiana District 32. Senator Miller has served the Indiana
legislature for 28 years. Senator Miller says that as a registered nurse, she has always been concerned about quality
healthcare, making sure patients have a safe environment and high quality care. Recently there have been cases
where healthcare providers have engaged in some kind of criminal behavior and patients have been put in jeopardy.
It is important to ensure good healthcare by people that do not put others at risk. It is a very low percentage but it is
not known for sure because criminal background checks have not been done on healthcare providers. It has been up
to them to self-report. Hospitals and nursing homes are required to have background checks but across the board, it is
not required for healthcare providers like nurses, doctors, dentists, chiropractors, podiatrists and a list of 21
healthcare professionals. Approximately 200 licensed individuals are self-reporting with exception of three groups.
Real-estate appraisers, private investigators and security guards have to have criminal history checks but no one else
does. Senator Miller says that as a nurse herself, every two years when she renews her license that she has to self-
report whether or not she has committed a felony or whether or ever been arrested. Unfortunately, some have not
been honest in their reporting. They are hoping to pass a law requiring criminal history checks for these 21 health
professionals that are on the list of individuals that are licensed with the Indiana Professional Licensing Agency. The
only exception is veterinarians and whether or not to keep them on the list. Pat feels they should be on the list
because of their access to drugs and things that other providers have access to. The bill has not been filed yet but she
has across the board support including the attorney general, the governor’s office, and healthcare professionals. She
is also working with the prosecutor’s association and state police. Pat says that Indiana is going to have a very
difficult fiscal situation and her goal is that this bill would have no fiscal impact so they will require that healthcare
professionals pay for their own criminal history checks, which includes an FBI criminal history check. If the person
has a record, the report would go to the various medical boards to make the decision as to whether the person would
be suspended, lose their license for a lifetime, fined, or all of the above. There is no way to write a law that is so
inclusive to make those decisions. A person has to have an opportunity to appear before the board and have their day
in court with all facts presented before a decision is made.
