Alcohol is the leading cause of birth defects in the world. Dr. Prab Gill, Co-Director of Maternal-Fetal
Medicine at Aultman Health Foundation, talked about how alcohol affects unborn babies. There is no
safe amount of alcohol consumption during pregnancy. One in one thousand babies born are born
with fetal alcohol syndrome which is completely preventable. It is never too late to quit using alcohol
or drugs during pregnancy. Fetal alcohol syndrome babies are often smaller and there is increased
risk of stillbirth. After birth these children can have developmental problems and delays and behavior
issues.
