This is
done by educating the community on how voting works. She says it is a right to vote and it should be exercised.
She reports in the 2008 Presidential Elections, 11,000 election workers were hired. She says they ere mostly young
and were a great asset with their knowledge of technology. Evelyn explains in the last eight years Broward has
had three different voting machines. The three are the voting text, touch screens, and the DS 200 optical scanning
machines. Broward County has over 793 precinct and over 1 million voters. A voter must be a citizen of the
United States and must be eighteen. One can register to vote at the age sixteen and seventeen. Evelyn says in
Florida if registered voting from home is available as absentee ballot. She explains that convicted felons and
mentally ill patients can not vote.
