She also notes that if one’s 
family has a history of developing Celiac Disease, that person also has a higher likelihood of developing this 
condition as well. As far as symptoms, she notes that some distress that one would see would include nausea, 
vomiting, abdominal cramping, diarrhea, and constipation.  She also notes that due to the fact that parts of the 
lining in the small intestine are damaged, nutrients may not be absorbed like they should which would lead to 
weakness and fatigue due to the lack of nutrition.  She notes that when one does follow a gluten-free diet with 
this condition, the irritation that one has in their Small Intestine will subside and that they will be able to absorb 
the nutrients that they need to live a healthy life.

As such, if the community wants to recruit a certain 
type of business, it must have a workforce that is educated in that area in order to take the jobs that a company will put 
forward.  She notes how the economy is globally competitive and is knowledge based.  She notes that in order to attract 
those types of jobs to the area, the workforce must be educated to be ready for that kind of development. She notes again 
that if this community wants to attract technology or knowledge based jobs that typically pay more money to the people 
who hold those positions, then there needs to be a workforce that is ready to be able to step up and take those positions.  
She notes that the basics will always be needed, but notes that there are a number of things that today’s workforce will 
need to know how to do and be comfortable with in order to attract most jobs in today’s world.  She then notes that 
Workforce Development starts at the birth.

As such, people are starting new small businesses and those who are already running small 
businesses are buckling down to make sure that they stay in business for the long haul.  He notes that eighty-
five percent (85%) of all new businesses and job growth come from small businesses.  He then notes the current 
economic downturn and compares it with the depression of the 1930s.  He notes how many of the people now 
alive, including most Baby Boomers, have no concept of how bad the situation was during the Great Depression  
of the 1930s.  He notes that we are currently in a better place historically as we live in a time when there are 
stops in the financial system that are better able to handle downturns in the economy than in the 1930s.  He also 
notes that compared to the Great Depression, stocks are much better valued as they are based on better values in 
the market place.  As such, we are in a better place than we were in during the Great Depression.  He goes on to 
note that money is much safer now than it was in earlier times as a lot of money that is in banks is now insured 
by the FDIC.  He notes how this insurance was good on any number of deposits up to $100,000.  However, this 
amount was recently increased to $250,000.  He notes that back during the Great Depression, if a bank closed, 
one would typically lose all of their deposits, but notes that this is no longer the case with such things as FDIC 
insurance.  He also notes that interest rates are low right now and as such if one does have good credit, they can 
borrow money at this point.

Heather Sells, CBN News Reporter in San Diego, CA:  Hunger is often invisible but not on the streets of San Diego, where young 
and old line up three times a week at the Church of the Nazarene in Mid-City. Pastor Deron Matson says many will stand in line 
for hours hoping to get the best food they believe are available at the front of the line.  "Some wait over 12 hours," he told CBN 
News. "We had a three-o'clock distribution today and I've seen people line up beginning at 2:30- 3 a.m."   Gary McDonald, CEO 
of Feeding America in San Diego, said Matson's line is not unusual.  "We've seen lines as long as 4,500 people," he said.  This 
story line is playing out at churches and food pantries across the country, courtesy of an economy gone bad. More families are 
forced to cut back--and that includes groceries.  The non-profit group Feeding America oversees 200 food banks across the 
country which supplies 63,000 food pantries. This year, the pantries report demand for food is up by 20 percent. That translates 
into an average of 4 million people standing in line for food every week.  CBN News found David Michel standing in the food line 
at the Church of the Nazarene in San Diego. Michel has three kids to feed; and in his family of five, he's the only working adult. 
Michel's employer, a local grocery store, cut back his hours. Now he's looking for a new job, but it has been tough. He's up 
against an economy where many industries are not just cutting hours, but cutting jobs.  As the country's economic crisis 
continues, government and non-profit groups are struggling to understand just how many adults and children are hungry.

She notes how she believes this lack of nutritious food in the diets of many 
youths has contributed to the decline in the test scores of many students.  She goes on to note how she has 
worked with many students over the years to help educate them on what good nutrition is so that they can be at 
their best.  As for specific indicators of the lack of proper nutrition among local youth, she notes that this could 
be seen by a blood drive that was put on by the Peer Information Center at the high school.  She notes how they 
had a great turn out having 238 students sign up to donate blood.  However, she notes they only got 147 usable 
pints out of that group.  She notes some were deferred because of getting a tattoo or a piercing recently, but also 
notes that a great deal of them were deferred because of low iron in their blood.  She notes that the only 
explanation for this large amount of iron deficiency can be attributed to a lack of good nutrition.  As far as what 
parents can do to help this situation is to start out by having good nutritious food available to the kids when they 
are young.  One should do whatever they can to encourage their children to eat healthy food and notes that junk 
food should be discouraged.

She notes how SADD is currently known as Students Against Destructive Decisions and was formerly known 
as Students Against Driving Drunk as it was founded in 1981.  She notes they changed the name of their 
organization in 1997 to reflect their emphasis on several matters that youth face besides driving while under the 
influence.  This would include things such as the use of tobacco, alcohol, huffing, bullying, teenage pregnancy, 
and so forth.  She notes young students are still dealing with many of the same issues they did many years ago 
and they are starting to deal with them at an earlier age.  She notes that the use of drugs is becoming much more 
common at least in terms of students who would confess to using.  She notes that underage drinking of alcohol 
continues to be a a problem.  She attributes this to marketing to a significant degree as such the companies who 
make such products, whether they like to admit it or not, are directing their marketing toward youth with 
products like hard lemonade along with other similar products.  She goes on to note that there is even an energy 
drink that is available with alcohol in it. She notes that when the SADD program started in the state of Indiana 
that they had about eighty (80) local chapters.  She notes this has increased to about two hundred and eighty 
(280) at the current time in Middle and High Schools along with a handful of college chapters as well.  SADD 
keeps in communication with these chapters though various mailings and e-mail communication.  She notes that 
they can provide print materials for these chapters as well as some traveling programs that they take to schools 
throughout the year that deal with such things as traffic safety or underage drinking.

She states that Roseview Transit is a public transportation system that operates within the corporate limits of the 
city of Richmond.  She notes that Roseview Transit consists of two different components.  The first component 
is the fixed route service which consists of buses traveling fixed routes and arriving at certain points at certain 
times.  The other component is the van system which is for people sixty (60) years old and over or those under 
sixty (60) years of age who are disabled.  She notes that due to recent economic conditions, they are seeing the 
number of passengers increase for their services from this time last year as ridership is up about ten percent 
(10%).  This amounts to anywhere between nine hundred to twelve hundred (900 to 1,200) people a day (as a 
count of the number of one-way trips that they make in a day). She then goes on to note how the Americans 
with Disabilities Act signed by George H. W. Bush in the early 1990s required all public transportation to be 
fully accessible to those with disabilities and as such all of the buses come with a chair lift so as to 
accommodate those in wheelchairs, scooters and so forth.  She also notes how this allows people who want their 
independence to be able to go out more on their own schedule rather than having to call and make an 
appointment for the van.  She notes how they typically transport eight to ten (8 to 10) people in wheelchairs on 
the city buses every day.  She notes that for the paratransit van service, this number increases to about forty to 
fifty (40 to 50) people a day. She notes that they have about fourteen (14) bus routes and that these routes can 
be explained by  calling Roseview Transit or by going online to the city’s website.  She also notes that all buses 
have a map of their bus routes as well.

She then discusses why this study was undertaken as Wayne County was found to rank second in the entire state 
in the number of cocaine arrests on a per capita basis noting that the only county to have a higher ranking was 
either Lake or Marion counties which have a much larger population than Wayne County.  She notes that since 
cocaine is usually near the end of the chain of drug use, to prevent its use in the future, one must start by 
stopping the use of other drugs before that point.  She notes how they have spent a year collecting data to study 
the problem by following a medical model used by the CDC to help find the reasons for this substance abuse 
problem in the county.  She notes how the study found out that there is a culture here in Wayne County that 
finds substance abuse very acceptable.  She notes that the grant that this county has been given was to be used 
over a four (4) year period.  She notes how they have seven (7) different committees that are helping to deal 
with this matter.  She also notes of a training and outreach committee that is supposed to help out with their 
media campaign which they are just now starting to define and identify its direction.  She notes how they have a 
committee on program and policy that is looking to educate the community such as helping parents see the signs 
of cocaine use and other substance abuse in children so they can get a handle on it before it is too late.  She 
notes that there are other committees as well with approximately fifty-three (53) people in total participation on 
these committees helping to make this plan a success.

He notes how this is a single point interchange that is fairly unique as 
there are only a couple of these types of intersections in the state noting how it all works off of one set of traffic 
lights.  He notes that the next phase of the project will deal with U.S. 27 south of that new intersection and will 
go up to Sim Hodgin Parkway in Richmond.  He notes that the utility work be the only thing that they will be 
working on for this phase of the project through the winter months.  He hopes that all of this work will be done 
by spring so that they will be able to do the major road work by then.  He then moves onto note about road work 
on U.S. 40.  He notes that the first phase of construction along a stretch on the near west side of Richmond was 
supposed to start in December but notes that it is being delayed as thee is some discussion between Earlham 
College and several other parties about pedestrian traffic in this portion of the road.  He notes that this phase of 
construction focuses from Southwest 2nd Street to Southwest 17th Street in Richmond.   He also notes how this 
has been a difficult stretch to deal with in dealing with Earlham Cemetery as there are certain zoning regulations 
they must work around to complete this project.  He notes how they are installing two (2) pedestrian islands for 
people to use to cross U.S. 40 in this stretch with one right at the entrance of Earlham College and the other at 
Southwest 7th Street.

She notes she basically runs the elections for the county.  She notes that they have a bipartisan team in the 
courthouse that is set up so that one can go ahead and cast their ballot right there in the courthouse.  As usual, 
one must be able to present a state or federally issued photo ID that meets certain criteria.  This photo ID must 
first of all have a photo of the person on the ID, an expiration date, the voter’s name as it “conforms” to their 
name on the voter registration list, and it must be issued by either the state or federal government.  After 
producing this type of an ID, one can then vote using a paper ballot.  She notes that although they are using 
paper ballots for courthouse voting, at the “vote centers” they will be using a touch screen system to cast 
ballots.  She notes that they are connected to the statewide voter registration system and once a voter registers, it 
can be checked to see if they are registered elsewhere.  If this is the case, steps must then be taken to be sure 
that they are only registered for voting in one location.  She then goes on to explain the state voter registration 
system.  She notes that this is a system that they joined a few years ago.  She notes that this is a good system in 
that they are then connected to the information that every county in the state has so as to be sure that everything 
is in good order.  This would include getting updates from the Bureau of Motor Vehicles (BMV).  She also 
notes that as the system stands, they have access to statewide voter histories.  She notes that between this voter 
registration system along with another system called the First Tuesday system, they have the information they 
need to be sure that every voter votes at one location and cannot then vote at another location as well.   She 
notes that this all ties into an electronic poll book they make up between all these systems so that each person 
can only cast one ballot.
