Blood is commonly referred to as the “Gift of Life.” However, the demand for blood is high, and supply reserves are rapidly being
depleted. Jackie Buck, CEO of the American Red Cross of Central Alabama explained to Host Aaron Motley the dilemma the Red
Cross faces. “When it comes to blood donation. there are no ‘up’ seasons. However, donations are the lowest during the months of
December and January, and again in July and August.” Ms. Buck stated. “Because people normally schedule elective surgeries during
these times, coupled with the fact that these are peak travel times, the demand for blood is drastically increased.” When asked about
what demographic is the most frequent donor, Ms. Buck said that “The frequent donors are the veteran donors. Veteran donors are those
who have been giving blood for many years.” She further said that high school aged kids are also an excellent donor base. “Thanks to
the legislature, the donor age has been lowered from 18 to 16. High school aged kids really want to give. She urges the minority
community, particularly African Americans to give blood. “There is a component in the blood of African Americans that we don’t have.
she explained. “This component is critical to the treatment of Sickle Cell patients.” Although there is a deficiency in minority blood
donors, Ms. Buck acknowledged that the overall consensus within the community is the desire to give blood. Unfortunately, due to
extenuating circumstances, not everyone can give blood. For those who can, Ms. Buck urges them to give at least twice a year. “If
everybody who comes once a year to give blood would come twice a year, we would never have to go on emergency appeal, she said. *
If you gave just one more time, that would make a big difference.”

Teenagers and adolescents are faced with a myriad of challenges during this turbulent and morally unstable era. Agencies
such as TAYLOR can defray some of the challenges that pre-teens and teens may encounter. Host Aaron Motley conversed
with Mia Oliver-Cox and Jia Oliver-Jordan, the co-founders of TAYLOR (Teaching Alabama’s Youth Lessons On Risks),
on the benefits of this program. “In Alabama, HIV has become a pandemic. We are trying to reach at-risk youth, both in
urban and rural areas, and present them with more knowledge and information about HIV/AIDS and sexually risky
behaviors,” stated Ms. Oliver-Cox. “We are also teaching them about the consequences of teen pregnancy,” she added. Ms.
Oliver-Cox pointed out that since TAYLORs inception, teen pregnancy and cases of HIV/AIDS among youth have
fluctuated. “What we want to do with TAYLOR is to get those numbers to stay down,” said Ms. Oliver-Cox. “The response
we’ve received from the participants has been great,” contributed Ms. Oliver-Jordan. “The program lasts approximately 6-8
weeks, and the kids actually don’t want us to leave! The important thing is that the participants will take the information
we’ve disseminated to them and share it with their peers. This will lead to these kids changing their behaviors,” she

continued.

It’s 6:30 a.m. on February 18, 2009. You’re just waking up and grab the remote to turn on your television. When you do...
NOTHING!!! That’s because the aforementioned date will be the termination of all analog television broadcasts. Television
stations are federally mandated to broadcast exclusively digitally. Host Aaron Motley discussed why this conversion is
necessary with Mark Smith, the Operations/Station Manager for WAKA DT 8. “WAKA has already made the conversion to
digital broadcasting,” stated Mr. Smith. “Digital television will give viewers multi-channel and high definition capability.
“Because a digital broadcast takes up less of the spectrum (band width), a television station can broadcast multiple
programs,” he added. When asked what viewers can do to comply with the conversion, Mr. Smith presented several
scenarios. “If a viewer has cable or one of the two major satellite providers, nothing has to be done. However, if the viewer
has the other satellite provider that does not carry the local stations, that viewer is equivalent to an antenna user, and must
get the converter box,” he explained. “For the satellite subscriber without the local channels, the converter box in used in
conjunction with the satellite dish. For those who have neither cable nor satellite, a converter box must be connected to the
television in order to receive the available channels.”

Host Aaron Motley interviewed Eileen Knott and Ann Sikes with Rebuilding Together
about the challenges many local residents face owning and affording habitable housing. According to Ms. Sikes, the
Montgomery area chapter of Rebuilding Together was started by local residents who came to together 14 years ago in an
effort to make a difference in their communities. She added that the organization focuses on homeowners who have realized
their dream of owning a home and yet circumstances of life over the years have put them in a position of having to choose to
spend their income on basic necessities and often neglect much needed repairs to their homes. Many elderly homeowners
simply cannot afford to maintain their homes on fixed incomes, she also said. Over the past several years the national
organization has recognized the need to include more options for Veterans and disabled homeowners by providing home
repairs and home modifications for service men and women who have been injured while serving in Iraq or other disabled
homeowners. According to Ms, Sikes, Operation Homefront provides support to families who are left behind to maintain

the home when servicemen are deployed.

Host Aaron Motley interviewed Joann Shum with Mothers Against Guns and Gangs
involving Youth about their grass roots effort to end criminal activities-particularly those involving guns. According to Ms.
Shum, the organization has taken a closer look at what fuels gang activity in response to more and more gangs forming and
becoming more violent. Ms. Shum said that they have discovered that young people are not being drawn to gangs because
of a need to belong as in previous years, but that drugs and money are providing the fuel for modern day gang activity. She
added that one of the goals of MAGGY in to influence laws and ultimately take the profit out of illegal drug activity so that
gangs are not so interested in getting members, guarding their turfs and making money. Educating mothers is another
important goal, she also said.

An offender who is convicted of driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs on roads and highways is often prosecuted
to the full extent of the law. If this same act is committed in a vessel on the waterways, the penalty is not as severe. SGT
Gary Buchanan of the Alabama Marine Police joined Host Aaron Motley to discuss this disparity. “Over the past three years,
there have been two tragic boating accidents that have caused death and severe injuries. Some of the victims of these
accidents were surprised to find out that the penalties were not as stiff as they are on the highway,” SGT Buchanan revealed.

“These concerned victims have talked to their representatives about making some changes in the laws.” According to SGT
Buchanan, the legal blood-alcohol limit was .1 for boating, but was reduced to .08 on the highways. “Recently, the blood-
alcohol content limit was lowered to .08 for boating, in order to maintain consistency,” he said. “Alabama was the first state
to introduce legislation to require licensure to operate a vessel,” SGT Buchanan stated. “That legislation was known as the
Robinson-Archer Act. This act got the ball rolling with other states to require licenses to operate vessels. This requirement
helped to reduce boating accidents not only in Alabama, but in other states as well.”

Enough Is Enough! According to Dr. Albert Russell of Freewill Missionary Baptist Church (MBC) of Montgomery, violent
crimes, particularly on the west side of Montgomery need to immediately cease and desist. This is also the sentiment of the
pastor of Freewill MBC, Edward J. Nettles, Sr. The west side is a haven for violent crimes, and drug abuse and trafficking
are at an epidemic level.

The campaign, spearheaded by Pastor Nettles and
the men of Freewill, includes venturing into some of the city’s most crime-challenged communities and ministering to the
youth. The campaign has sponsored free food, “Enough Is Enough’ paraphernalia, and most importantly, a strong message

of non-violence and love.

Amid these economically challenged times, crime rates in cities across the nation are astronomically high. One of the rare
exceptions is crime in Montgomery, Alabama. According to Major Terry Jett of the Montgomery Police Department,
Montgomery’s crime rate has actually decreased. This criminal activity curtailment is also inclusive of violent crimes. When
asked by Host Aaron Motley the main reason for the lowered crime rate, MAJ Jett primarily credited the restructuring of the
city’s precincts. “Last year, the city only had one precinct, and the supervising (Captain) officer was responsible for the
entire city,” he said. “Now, there are three precincts, and a Captain is assigned to supervise each precinct. That captain now
has supervisory responsibility for only one-third of the city.” The implementation of overlapping shifts is another policy that
helped curtail crime. “By changing our shifts from eight (hours) to ten hours, and overlapping the shift times, we were able
to put more officers on the streets,” MAJ Jett explained. “More officers on the streets equates to less crime. Show of force is
always an effective crime deterrent,” he continued. “Another thing that helped lower crime that we did was placed emphasis
on getting guns off of the streets,” he mentioned. “Success in seizing those weapons is the main reason for the decrease in
violent crimes.”

Tough economic times affect the community as a whole, without exception. Law enforcement agencies such as the Alabama
Department of Public Safety bear the burden of increased crime and a need for more State Troopers without the luxury of
increased funding. CPT Marc McHenry of the Alabama State Troopers joined Host Aaron Motley and discussed this
challenging dilemma. “The way we fulfill our increased manpower requirements is through volunteer augmentation,” CPT
McHenry explained. “Recruiting of volunteers also helps with budgetary constraints, because they are not compensated
monetarily.” This volunteer force, often referred to as the State Trooper Reserve Component, primarily performs routine
police tasks. “The volunteer will be deployed with a regular trooper, CPT McHenry elaborated. “For example, during an
accident scene investigation, the volunteer would handle traffic control while the regular trooper conducted the actual
investigation. The volunteers are also used for crowd control during special events such as the Mardi Gras celebration in
Mobile,” he continued. “Volunteers are assigned to their local area,” CPT McHenry elaborated. “They do not travel around
the state as regular troopers do. Having the volunteers also curtails troopers travel around the state, thus saving per diem
costs.” Volunteers must be at least 21 years old with no prior arrests. Uniforms are issued to the volunteers by the
Department of Public Safety. Volunteers must undergo an intensive screening process, attend a 40-hour classroom course,
qualify with a standard issue weapon, and undergo 40 hours of field training.
