Judge Yvette McGee Brown, President of the Center for Child and Family Advocacy at Nationwide Children’s Hospital
appeared on the Program to discuss the importance of having a plan to escape the throws of domestic violence. The Center
provides assessment, treatment, prevention, training, and education as well as advocacy. Judge Brown advised women who
find themselves in abusive relationships to come up with a plan before attempting to leave the home. That plan will
ultimately save their lives, according to Judge Brown. She further said that victims of domestic violence should not rely
solely on the restraining order issued by the court for protection. Other actions such as moving out of the house are often
necessary, she added. National Statistics show that victims of domestic violence will return seven times to the home where
they were abused before deciding to leave for good. Judge Brown added that the victim life is in most danger at that point
when she decides to end the relationship.

Karry Ellis, Assistant Fire Chief for the Columbus Division of Fire appeared on the Program to discuss fire hazards
associated with the Holiday season. Locally, a home fire resulted in tragedy when a mother and her four children were
unable to escape. Chief Ellis advised residents to pay close attention to blown fuses or bulbs in their Christmas tree lights
because they could be an indication of a bigger problem such as an overloaded circuit. According to Ellis, the top three
causes of home fires are electrical fires, careless smoking and unattended cooking. He further recommended a ten pound
ABC rated fire extinguisher be centrally located in every home. Sleeping with the bedroom door closed is equally as
important as the having the fire extinguisher, Ellis further said. Having the door shut in the case of a home fire can buy
enough time to find an alternate means of getting out of the house.

Sergeant David Pelphrey with Columbus Division of Police appeared on the Program to discuss the latest statistics
surrounding sexual assault in Central Ohio. According to Sergeant Pelphrey, there were 633 reports of sexual assault in the
Columbus jurisdiction in 2006. That number increased slightly to 635 in 2007. For the year 2008, the number of sexual
assaults or rapes jumped to 660. The Sexual Assault Unit also handles misdemeanor crimes which include public indecency,
voyeurism, and molestation. Advancements in technology and the use of DNA testing have aided the unit in solving many
crimes and clear backlogs of unsolved cases, Sergeant Pelphrey said. He added that men and women who have been
sexually assaulted are referred to survivors rather than victims. According to Sgt. Pelphrey, investigations in sexual assault
cases have evolved and now encompass sexual battery, gross sexual imposition, and sexual imposition.

Sergeant Ken Tischler, Eastside Community Liaison Supervisor for the Strategic Regional Bureau of the Columbus Division
of Police will be here to discuss the increasing need for law enforcement involvement in keeping local schools safe. Area
Middle and High School students encounter bullying, theft, drugs, sexual assault and violence in their schools according to
published reports. According to Sgt. Tischler, the Strategic Response Bureau provides back-up assistance for the Resource
Officer who is positioned at local schools. The Resource Officer is armed and he is also equipped with a cruiser, Sgt.
Tischler added. The Resource Officer has become a permanent fixture in schools in response to the increased incidents of
violence. He added that a firearm was found in a Central Ohio School recently, prompting a lockdown. Police helicopters
are an invaluable tool in helping to locate suspects in incidents of violence in schools, he said further. Sgt. Tischler also
mentioned a recent incident where threats between students from different schools were fueled by the social networking
website facebook.

Sergeant Ken Tischler, Eastside Community Liaison Supervisor for the Strategic Regional Bureau of the Columbus Division
of Police appeared on the program to discuss the increasing incidents of bullying in schools and why it is a chargeable
offense. According to Sgt. Tischler, bullying incidents have resulted in retaliation against the entire school. Sgt. Tischler
added that Education is an important factor in deterring students from bullying. He also said that bullying has evolved over
the years from threatening phone calls to cyber bullying, which includes the use of the internet to harass fellow students.
Marijuana continues to be the number one drug found in local schools, according to Sgt. Tischler. He advised parents to be
more observant of their children’s activities and to pay attention to the smell of the drug on their clothes. Nothing smells
quite like marijuana, Sgt. Tischler added.

Michael Peterson, President and CEO of City in Covenant appeared on the program to discuss the latest statistics surrounding
divorce in Central Ohio. According to Peterson, the increased rates of divorce can be tied to co-habitation, where couples live
together prior to marriage, if in fact they do choose to marry. The City in Covenant program is designed to educated residents
about the value of covenant and bring them back to a place of dwelling together in covenant, Peterson said. Citing findings
from his research, Peterson said children in households where there is no covenant are six times more likely to exhibit negative
behavior; they are prone to emotional problems, and they are 122% more likely to be expelled from school. He further stated
that in households without a covenant, the woman is three times more likely to experience aggression than the woman who is in
a married relationship. The woman is nine times more likely to be murdered and six times more likely to contract a sexually
transmitted disease, according to Peterson.

Autumn Trombetta, Obesity Initiative Program Manager with Columbus Public Health appeared on the program to discuss
the challenges associated with childhood obesity. The Program-Healthy Children, Healthy Weights-works to promote
healthy weights in area children ages 0-5. Ms. Trombetta said that presentations are made at child care centers in an effort to
help them change the environment for children and promote healthy weights. Statistics show that 1 and 3 children in
Columbus are overweight. The Healthy Children, Healthy Weights initiative works with childcare centers by helping them
to change snack menus, breakfast and lunch menus and increasing structured physical activity, Ms. Trombetta said. She
further said the big issue facing children today is screen time, which includes computers, video games, television which can
be addicting. The key to promoting health weights in children lies with the parents. Mss. Trombetta explained that parents
who don’t like green vegetables are probably not purchasing them and therefore children are not being giving a chance to try
them.

Local Counselor, Jacquelyn Tripp appeared on the program to discuss the many challenges facing area families in the wake
of this current recession. According to Ms. Tripp, the core root of the problems facing many families across the country as
well as in the Columbus area is the economy and job loss. The crisis created by financial loss, she added, affects the mental,
physical, and emotional state of the family members. If the crisis is not handled properly, it could lead to the downfall or
meltdown of the family structure, Ms. Tripp said. Financial Struggles will often contribute to the family’s meltdown
because of the devastation to the man of the house who is no longer able to provide for his family. The symptoms might
include anger, low self esteem and a lack of confidence. An increase in physical aggression may be triggered by the
financial crisis that was not evidenced before. Ms. Tripp suggests couples take proactive actions such as viewing the
situation as not being permanent and also realizing that the crisis brings opportunity. She also suggests family meetings
where the children are also informed of any upcoming changes or adjustments that are planned in light of the new financial

status.

Marsha Rose Wickliffe, Executive Director of the Southside Settlement House appeared on the Program to discuss the
problems many area low-income families are facing as a result of the current economic climate. Area settlement houses also
struggle to provide assistance for many of these families in the wake of sharp budget cuts. Ms. Wickliffe said that the
settlement operates a soup kitchen and normally they would run out of people before they run out of food, but now they find
that they run out of food before people as a result of the economic strain. The settlement house faces sharp cuts as a result of
the city budget, she also said. Among the programs offered by the settlement house is rent relief, assistance with utility bills,
and summer programs for youth. Many area youth are at risk of having no recreational program this summer, according to

Ms. Wickliffe.

families can work with to help get their finances under control.

Detective Brett Peachey with the Westerville Police Department appeared on the Program to discuss the increasing local
incidents of Internet Crimes against children and “sexting” which is becoming popular among area teens. One of these
crimes includes Pornography which continues to be on the rise in Central Ohio according to recent reports. According to
Detective Peachy, the number one thing that parents need to explain to their teenagers is that taking nude pictures of
themselves and sending them to other teens is a form of child pornography and the action is punishable by law. He also

said that when one teen sends nude pictures to their friends, the recipient is in possession of child pornography and that is

a felony. Detective Peachy also said parents should be aware that strangers and child predators are able to get information
about their children if they are playing video games which allow them to chat or have conversations with the people they are
playing with online. As a result of the cyber environment, bullying no longer stops once school is out, Detective Peachy
added. Cell phones email, and instant messages help to create a continual harassment for the victims.

Kimeta Dover, Program Manager of the Mentoring Center of Central Ohio appeared on the Program to discuss the struggles
associated with mentoring area Youth. She also discussed the reasons many residents who have the desire to mentor are
hesitant to do so. According to Ms. Dover, many perspective mentors often hesitate because they don’t feel that they have
enough time to spend with the mentee. Ms. Dover said that the time that is required is normally one hour per week. Other
perspective mentors will hesitate because they don’t feel they have anything to share or teach the mentee, while others think
they won’t hit it off with the youngster. Ms. Dover said that over time the relationships are solidified and there are rare
occasions where mentors must be re-assigned. The number one thing that the organization is looking for in a mentor is
commitment, according to Ms. Dover. She further said that kids who have a mentor in their lives are more likely to be
involved in school activities and not engage in alcohol use, drugs and other at risk behaviors.

Bishop William Polley with Keep Engaging Youth or (KEY) appeared on the Program to discuss truancy. According to
published reports, there has been a forty percent decline in chronic truancy in the six Columbus schools where the Key
Program is in Operation. Bishop Polley said that the KEY Program was developed as a response to research of chronic
truancy rates in Central Ohio Schools. He said that they discovered that children with 15 or more absences were also
involved with drugs, violence and eventually became drop-outs. According to Bishop Polley, peer association is the most
positive or negative influence in the lives of local students. He also urged parents to be more responsible in monitoring their
children’s time and playing a greater role in making sure they are completing homework assignments. The KEY program is
currently involved with 3 Elementary Schools and 3 Middle Schools in the Central Ohio area.

Brenda Johnson, Founder and CEO of the Gold Medallion Foundation appeared on the Program to discuss the problems
associated with at-risk teen behavior. The Foundation makes available information to teens concerning internet
pornography, as well as many harmful electronic schemes. According to Ms. Johnson, local youth are being drawn away by
exploitation and conversations that reflect what they have seen on television and movies. She added that many teens are
products of broken homes and they don’t have the foundation that is required to be confident in themselves and their
abilities. She further stated statistics that reveal that the average teenager will spend at least 3 hours a day on the internet
visiting adult websites. 90% of students admit to having viewed pornography on online, she continued. Ms. Johnson added
that society is moving towards funding for condoms and med cards that kids can get without parental consent.

Dr. Craig Travis, President-elect of the Ohio Psychological Association appeared on the program to discuss the challenges
associated with emotional regulation. According to Dr. Travis, the art of staying calm or emotional regulation is a skill that
can be learned. It involves being aware of what you are feeling and emotions that you have, when they are triggered and
what they are about, he continued. Dr. Travis suggests allowing yourself time to acknowledge and validate that what you
are experiencing is an emotion whether positive or negative. The validation process entails understanding that the emotion
is a very real and natural reaction to what is going on in your environment, circumstances, and situations. The bottom line,
Dr. Travis said, is that you are emotionally aware of what is going on with you and in turn coming up with a positive or
productive way of handling hat emotional experience. Dr. Travis also said that residents of Columbus are experiencing life
in a very stressful society where technology drives people to believe that they must have the next biggest and best thing.
