Gary Hodges introduces Renee D. Culverhouse, Board of Directors at the Rose Haven Center for Domestic
Violence, to discuss "Myths and Facts about Domestic Violence". Mrs. Culverhouse says that spousal abuse
does not just occur in isolated areas, but occurs right here in your hometown. Abuse perpetuates from
generation to generation--if the father was abusive, the children likely will be too. Many women are
embarrassed and try to hide the abuse. Abusers tend to be very charming in public. it's not just a one-time
loss of temper, but will occur repeatedly and action should be taken immediately. Abuse occurs in all
demographics, not just poor urban areas. About 1/3 of women killed each year are killed by an abusive
spouse. To make a good solid marriage takes years of hard work from both partners.

Renee D. Culverhouse, Board of Directors at the Rose Haven Center for Domestic Violence, is hosted by Gary
Hodges, to discus "Abusive Tactics". Mrs. Culverhouse explains that the warning signs of spousal abuse come
before the physical attacks begin. Abuse can be verbal and emotional and gradually builds up over time,
Abusers try to isolate the wife from her friends and family. They try to control her life, including finances, how
she spends her time, etc. Sometimes they will hurt pets or children to place fear or blame on the spouse. They
will strike the women in places that won't show up in public. They can use sex as a weapon, forcing the wife to
have sex or perform sexual acts against her will. In Etowah county, the shelter handles over 500 cases per year
and refers many more cases. Women often won't run from spousal abuse for fear of the husband, lack of
finances or lack of safe placestogo .

Tony M. Robinson, Postal Inspector with the United States Postal Service, discusses "Identity Theft" with host,
Gary Hodges. Mr. Robinson says ID theft can cost people over $5,000.00 and over 1,200 hours just to reclaim
their good name. He recommends never letting your credit cards our of your sight when in public, such as ata
restaurant. Be vigilantin keeping track of your finances. He recommends people use a cross shredder to
destroy documents containing personal information. If going out of town, have the post office hold your mail
so no one can steal it from your mailbox. Don't leave outgoing mail sitting in your box overnight, but place it in
the box shortly before it is picked up. Keep an eye on your credit report.

Robinson states that ane of the most successful forms of mail fraud begins online, giving example of how
someone earned a local woman's trust online and eventually obtained her financial information by sending and
receiving info throught the mail for dishonest purposes. Many mail fraud victims are too embarrassed to ever
reportit. If someone is a victim of mail fraud they should contact the postal inspection service of local law
enforcement. There are 2 types of major fraud—fraud against businesses such as insurance scams and fraud
against consumers such as pyramid schemes. Scammers especially target young, college-aged people and the
elderly.
