Paul Billheimer gives this powerful exhortation on the importance of intercessory
prayer in his book, 'Destined For The Throne":

"That He will do nothing in the realm of human redemption, since its inception,
outside of this scheme of prayer and intercession is indicated by God's many pres-
sing invitations to prayer in His Word. He not only invites us; He intreats, He
importunes, He urges. He even begs us to exercise this privilege. One translator
has paraphrased Matthew 7:7 thus: "Ask, I ask you to ask; seek, I intreat you to
seek; knock, I urge you to knock." Evidently He can do nothing without our prayers.

"He not only invites and exhorts us to pray, He also commands: '"Pray ye there-
fore the Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth labourers into his harvest"
(Matt. 9:38)."

"This is why God never goes "over the head" of His Church to enforce His decisions.
He will not take things out of her hands. To do so would sabotage His training pro-
gram. Only by bearing this overwhelming weight of responsibility can she be brought
to her full stature as co-sovereign of the universe. This is why when she fails He
will wait. This is why He will do nothing in the realm of human redemption until
she accepts her responsibility and uses her privilege and perogative of intercession.
If she will not pray God will not act because this would abort His purpose to bring

Evidence of a current re-
ligious revival is everywhere—
CB channels blare the ‘“‘good
news’; road signs proclaim
“Jesus Saves” messages; a
network of new Christian
media is flourishing; Publish-
ers Weekly magazine reports
that religious books are the
season's top titles; a recent
Gallup poll indicates that 94
percent of all Americans now
say they believe in God or a
universal spirit.

The phenomenon of being
“born again,” of undergoing
an intense religious conver-
sion that changes one’s life, is
commonly associated with
Southern Baptists. However,
much recent evidence, includ-
ing another Gallup poll, shows
that Protestants in various de-
nominations, as well as Catho-
lics and Jews, report being
born again. In addition, the
born-again phenomenon seems
to be part of a larger trend
towards religious worship and
church attendance among
Americans in general. And
some observers say that this
itself is part of a yet larger
trend of individuals seeking
meaning in their lives.

Why this sudden display of

spiritual fervor? Reverend
Morton Kelsey notes in his
book, Encounter With God,
the need for religion during a
time of disillusionment. He
likens the healing powers of
religion to the positive effects
of psychotherapy and reports
on studies by the American
Psychological Association
which support this claim.

Apparently, public person-
alities are not immune to the
soul-searching spurred by to-
day's social ills. Entertainers,
used to a surface-skimming
existence, are struggling for
meaning within. As one Holly-
wood producer says, ‘I don’t
know anyone around here who
is not empty, who is not asking
himself, ‘Is this all there is?’ "
Dancer Ben Vereen and
singer Carol Lawrence have
publicly acclaimed Jesus
Christ. Former Miss America
Phyllis George, now a network
sportscaster, recently pro-
fessed her new faith. Other
old-line entertainers, including
Dale Evans and Pat Boone,
have found new stardom by
evangelizing their faith.

In fact, conversions have be-
come so numerous that
Doubleday expects to publish
a book on famous spiritual
turnarounds. The author, Wil-
liam Proctor, himself a born-

in the evangelical book field,
calls the growing galaxy of
famous new Christians “‘a
grass roots movement that is
cutting across class and de-
nominational distinctions.”

Perhaps the most important
factor for those giving testi-
mony is the conversion experi-
ence itself. Pinpointing the
exact moment of spiritual turn-
around has prompted fascinat-
ing and often unbelievable
accounts of being born again.
Some say they have met Jesus
Christ.

In all cases the new
believers experience over-
whelming feelings of love and
joy during the conversion.

Most celebrity evangelicals
are eager to relate the sce-
nario of how they found their
“good news.” The retelling of
their testimonies seems to re-
charge them. Here is what it
was like for some celebrities
who have been born again.

John Naber

At the Olympic Games last
summer, this University of
Southern California senior at-
tracted international attention
with his swimming prowess
that earned him four gold
medals. But he says there was
more than just talent on his

“I've formed a personal com-
mitment to Jesus Christ.”” John
is sure that sharing his commit-
ment with other members of
the United States team helped
him during the Olympics.

Just a few years ago John
was searching for something
meaningful in his life. After at-
tending a Billy Graham meet-
ing, John began to wake up to
the realization of Jesus Christ.
The actual born-again experi-
ence came gradually: “After
thinking about it for three
days, I realized I needed Jesus
Christ, and [ accepted Him.
Now that my life has been
turned over to Jesus Christ, |
can function with an extra
power bestowed by God.”

Natalie Cole

This rhythm and blues singer
was unhappily living in her fa-
mous father's shadow until
two years ago when a conver-
sion experience changed her
life. “Every time I got a book-
ing 1 was billed as ‘Nat King
Cole’s Daughter Appearing
Here, "’ she says. I was tired
of it all and felt that there was
nowhere left for me to go.
Friends were not really
friends. [ had no motivation.”

Then came her experience
with Jesus Christ. “It was in
1975, and | had been reunited
with my father's family. My
aunt [now Natalie’s spiritual
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advisor] led me to the Third
Baptist Church in Chicago, and
there I realized that I wanted
to be saved.

Soon after that she won two
Grammy Awards for 1976—
“Best New Artist” and “Best
Female Rhythm and Blues Per-
former.” She openly thanked
Jesus Christ in her acceptance
speech.

Graham & Treena Kerr

“Our housemaid Ruthie told

me to give my problems to
God,” recounted the radiantly
beautiful Treena. “1 did and
_God just took them!”
** ‘Thank you,thank you, Jesus,’
I kept repeating. Then, all of a
sudden it was as if the church
lights went out and a bright
light was directed on my face.
I had closed my eyes, but when
1 opened them, I saw a won-
derful Man all dressed in white
and full of love.

I began to cry
tears of joy, and all the terrible
burdens of my life were lifted
from my heart.”

One night, after a grueling
day’s filming in Canada, Gra-
ham went back to his hotel
room and got a sudden urge to
pray. “Something forced me to

my knees in the center of the
room, and all at once I was
saying, ‘1 love you, Jesus.’ It
was as if the ceiling had
opened up, and love just
poured in on me.”

Graham'’s spiritual turn-
around came a few months
after Treena's dramatic ex-
perience. “1 didn’t exactly
know what had changed
Treena, but 1 wanted that
peace and happiness for my-
self. too!” says Graham.

For the Kerrs, being born
again was truly a life-altering
experience. A shaky marriage
was suddenly strengthened.

Wanting to wipe the slate
clean of his former life, Gra-
ham pushed to have his old
Galloping Gourmet series
banned from the airwaves and
is now trying to teach his audi-
ence the technique of cooking
with love and the Spirit. The
Kerrs have forsaken their

luxurious Maryland mansion
and have moved to Wolcott,
Colo., where they plan to open
Rejoice Fellowship, a charis-
matic center for marriage re-
newal. There, they hope to
help save troubled marriages
through the word of Jesus.

Gail Magruder

During the harrowing
months of Watergate, Gail
Nicholas Magruder says she
was able to gain strength and
direction through a spiritual
rebirth.

The young mother of four
was attending a Bible fellow-
ship group when her husband'’s

political crisis ripped through
her family's life.

Gail clearly remembers be-
ing born again: “It was during
the Congressional hearings,
and I was nearing the end of
my day’s Bible study. I was
with 350 women, closing our
meeting in prayer. I bowed my
head and asked the Lord to
come into my life and help
me.”

“I'm filled with a new
sense of peace,” she explains.
Jeb Magruder also has been
born again. Last year, the Ma-
gruders moved to Colorado,
where they became involved
in Young Life, an interfaith,
national organization which
helps teen-agers realize their
self-worth. Both Jeb and Gail

have published books on theifr

spiritual experiences. A Gift
of Love is Gail's testimony—
published earlier this year by
Lippincott.
