The Trinity Broadcascing Network's growth is exploding into every geographical
corner of the United States. Satellite coverage is the reason, Christian television
is the purpose, and expansion is so rapid that any report you receive today is out-
dated tomorrow. In an effort to help keep our partners abreast with their station's
increase, we are listing the systems that we know receive our programs via satellite
and some of the cabfe stations that are picking up Trinity's programs.

Phoenix, Anizona, Satellite Station, KPAZ-TV, Channel 21, relays to local towns
plus cable systems in Apache Junction, Avondale, Cashion, Cave Creek, Congress
Junction, Coolidge, Flagstaff, Gilbert, Glendale, Globe, Goodyear, Mesa, Miller
Valley, Peoria, Prescott, Scottsdale, Sun City, Tempe, Whipple, Wickenburg, Youngtown,
and Yuma.

Tustin, California, Satellite Transmitting Station, KTBN-TV, Channel 40, covers
most of southern California towns and cities in Los Angeles, Orange, and Riverside
counties with areas as far away as Mohave receiving our 24 hours of Christian tele-
vision. Some reports come from as far north as Eureka, Redding, and Sacramento, whose
cabfe stations have picked up our taped portions of "Praise the Lord" shown in San
Francisco Bay Area Cities and San Jose area on KEMO-TV, Channet 20, Monday through
Friday from 9 to 11 am and Saturday and Sunday from 12 midnight to 1 am. "Gloria A
Dios" is shown Saturday at 3 pm.

Clovis Station KAIL-TV, Channel 53, reaches Fresno with the taped "Praise the
Lord" programs every evening from 9 pm to 11 pm.

San Diego Cable #4 shows "Praise the Lord" from 8 to 10 pm Wednesday and Thursday
via dateflite. Our Ridgecrest Thansfaton Station 53 is transmitting to Ridgecrest and
the Lancaster Palmdale Translaton is reaching far across the Antelope Valley on
Channel 62.

Juneau, Alaska, will be carrying our programs soon.

Various towns in Connecticut have picked up the SATELLITE programs and cable
companies from Bridgeport and New Haven have contacted TBN and Crested Butte, Colorado.

Flonida stations that will be carrying the full 24-hour schedule are located in
Homestead, Dade County, and a cable company in Fernandina Beach is also making plans.
We have had inquiries from Bonita Springs and Sebastian and Stuart, Florida, as well
as Augusta, Georgia.
