THE GREATEST SIN OF THE CHURCH - DISUNLLY. The greatest sin of the Church is prob-
ably not lying, stealing, drunkenness, or adultery, but the sin of disunity. Perhaps
broken fellowships in the body send more people to hell than open sin because they
are more prevalent in the Church and because they just as truly tie the hands of the
Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit cannot deal effectively in the conviction and conver-
sion of sinners where the "saints" are divided. Unjust and loving criticism of one
another has been called the "peculiar sin of the saints". 1In fact, it is the most
glaring vice of "holy" people. Many who are emphatic in condemning the doctrine of
a sinning religion are most guilty of violating Christ's unequivocal command to
"JUDGE NOT'", and that is SIN.

Christ's command is further emphasized by Paul in Romans chapter 14. He advises
the Church on how to deal with a devisive question. "Give a warm welcome to any
brother who wants to join you, even though his faith is weak. Don't criticise him
for having different ideas from yours about what is right and wrong. For instance,
don't argue with him about whether to eat meat that has been offered to idols. You
may believe there is no harm in this, but the faith of others is weaker; they think
it is wrong.... Those who think it is alright to eat such meat must not look down
on those who do., For God has accepted them to be His children. They are God's ser-
vants, not yours They are responsible to Him, pot to you. Let Him tell whether
they are right or wrong. And God is able to make them do as they should, .... You
have no right to criticise him or look down on him. Remember, each of us will stand
personally before the Judgment Seat of God So don't criticise each other any
more.'" Romans 14:1-4, 10:15. -L.B.
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THE GREATEST OFFENDERS. For some reason, '"saints'" who sincerely abhor the sins of
lying, stealing, and adultery and who are loudest in their claims to live without
sin, are oftentimes most guilty of gross disobedience to Christ's positive command
and Paul's inspired advice. According to Jesus and Paul, sitting in judgment upon
one another in nonessential matters is SIN. And those groups who major upon the
necessity of living above sin are frequently the most glaring trespassers. Those
congregations and denominations who preach the highest standard of holiness seem to
be the most {}agmented.

UNSANCTIFIED EGO. Increasing judgmentalism is a sign of decreasing grace. It
means one does not believe God knows how or is capable of correcting His children.
In other words it 1s playing God. The author admits, With SOrrow, that he was long
guilty of this sin. TFE-EVEFEEE critic has more confidence in criticism than in
prayer to remedy a situation. Much of the criticism which leads to broken fellow-
ship is not primarily because of superior convictions but because of unsanctified
ego and uncrucified flesh. It often betrays a "rule or ruin" syndrome. This was
the cause of Satan's fall. It is something to be avoided like the plague that it
is. Most unkind criticism is not because of surpassing spiritual judgment but of
personal frustration and a sense of inferiority.
