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“Let everyone of you in particular so
love his wife even as himself; and the
wife, see that she reverence her hus-
band” (Ephesians 5:33).

With these words the Holy Spirit by
the apostle Paul concludes one of the
most  striking discussions of
husband-wife relations found in the
Bible.

These final words set forth the
chronological order of truly Christian
marriage relations: love, then rever-
ence. Paul in the preceding verses
(22-31) detailed some of the princi-
ples involved in Christian marriage.

The Bible clearly teaches that in
the ideal Christian marriage, the
wife will be in subjection to the hus~
band. But this is not a demeaning,
abasing type of submission, but
rather one of free will, of uncoerced
choice. — —

She is to be subject “to her own
husband.” She is not subjected to all
society—not hidden behind a veil, lit-
tle more than a beast of burden; but a
full person who basks i
and respect bestowed upon her hus-

EVERYONE LOVE HIS WIFE EVEN AS HIMSELF AND HIS
CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE

The Seripture concludes that the
wife is to submit “in everything.”
Force and coercion can never win the
human heart. They may break,
crush, or tame, but never truly
“win.” Here is another evidence of
the nature of a wife’s respect for her
husband. It is total. This can only be
spawned by love.

Th . ife
then, is the most fundamental princi-
ple of marriage relations. It is the
benchmark, the original point of ref-
erence. This love is exemplified by
nothing less than Christ’s love for the
Church.

The Bible notes this love called
upon Christ to give himself for the
Church. It calls upon a husband, in
the same selfless fashion, to love his
wife as himself. “No ever yet
hated his own flesh,” unless he was
menta anged. The law of sell-
preservation 1s universally accepted
as the “first law o nature.”

Christ is pictured as sanctifying,
cleansing, and washing the Church.

The husband is_admonished to
“pounish” and “cherish” his wife.

band.

One of the great distinguishing
characteristics of Christianity is the
high honor and respect accorded to
the Christian woman. The very
words Christian woman connote an
object of high respect.

She is to be subject to her husband
“as to the Lord.” The position of the
husband in relation to the wife is
likened to that of Christ in relation to
the Church. No one _has ever been

forced by Jesus, nor coerced by the
Holy Spirit, to surrender his life to
Christ. The gentle st woos, calls,
pleads, loves people into surrender-
ing to Him.

gust 80, the submission of a wife to

her husband must spring from a gar-
depn _of respect in_her(heart) called
forth by the warm sunshine of love

radiating from her husband. This is
therespect to which Paul is alluding.
This sermon was delivered at the wedding of
two young African Christians at Lome, Togo.
It is customary among the Christians to pre-

cede the ceremony by a message from the
Seriptures.

Herein 1s one of the greatest secrets
to enjoying some of heaven on earth.
The husband who, as an act of con-
scious determination, will try to
focus his attention on the most com-
plete_happiness and satisfaction of
his_wife in the material, spiritual,
psychological, and sexual spheres,
will come as close to heaven as any-
thing on earth the author of this arti-
cle (now a grandfather) has ever ex-
perienced.

One’s prime dedication must be
given to the _cla_imhigf_ghngmhj_s

The Bible says Christ does all this
so He can present the Church to him-
self “spotless without blemish.”

in every way. He must speak well of
__Her. J§i ’Ee cannot do this, he should
keep quiet and as 0 give him a
warm Jove for_her. Others around
express scorn for their wives, make
fun of them, joke about them, oftenin
the form of “kidding.” The Christian
husband will remain aloof to such
conduct.

The ultimate of the marriage rela-
tions described by Paul to the Ephe-
sians is that of union: the two become
one flesh. Henceforth from the day of
ma.rria%e their loyalties are first to
each other, not to parents nor the
most intimate of friends. They still
respect their parents; they still honor
their responsibilities to family; they
still may have friends; but their
spouse is number one! This sort of
union based on love, respect, and a
full giving of self to each other will
result in a happy married life. And
this union can only be complete, at its
richest height of beauty, in Christ, in
God.

I repeat: The most fundamental
panciple of Christign marriage rela-
tionships is the husband’s love for his
wife, The negt essential principle is
the willing, loving, responsive sub-
MASSION 0 vife to her husband.

“The climax 1s the joining of these
two in a happy “one,” each bent on
bringing the ultimate of happiness to
the other, not to himself. The two, as
one, are likewise submitted totally to
Christ, giving top priority to that
spiritual relationship. There can’t be
anything on earth much closer to
heaven than that.
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
