We believe in the Finished Work of the Cross

One True Triune God
We believe there is one true God, creator and sustainer of the Heavens and the Earth.

We believe He is all-wise, all-present, and all-powerful, eternally existent in three persons: God the Father, God
the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

We believe in the unity of the Godhead with three persons, equal in every divine perfection and attribute, working
harmoniously in the great work of redemption.

The Deity of Jesus Christ
We believe that Jesus Christ is God’s beloved Son.

We believe God, in His very nature, was present and active in creation.

We believe Jesus left Heaven, came to Earth, and became incarnate by the Holy Spirit, through the Virgin Mary.
We believe Jesus came to reveal God the Father and the sonship plan of the Kingdom.

We believe Jesus is fully God and fully man.

We believe Jesus was crucified and died on the cross and was buried for our sins, gaining the ultimate victory
over Satan.

We believe God raised Jesus from the dead on the third day. He then ascended into Heaven and is seated at the
right hand of God where He now intercedes with the Father on our behalf, reconciling us back to the Father.

We believe in Christ Jesus’ eventual return and His eternal reign.

The Fall of Man

We believe that having been cleansed by the blood of Christ and quickened by the Holy Spirit of God, we have
been made a new creation, partakers of His holiness, empowering us to walk not after the flesh, but after the
Spirit, forsaking the very appearance of evil.

We believe God chose us and that we should be sanctified, set apart by the Holy Spirit, and live in submission
and obedience to Christ Jesus, our Lord and Savior.
